LUMBEE RIVER EMC FIBER OPTICS PROGRAM
Mayor McNeill asked Town Manager James Bennett to speak to the Board about the proposal from Lumbee River EMC.  Town Manager Bennett reported that Lumbee River EMC would like to run Fiber Optics under the sidewalks downtown on Main Street as a part of their Fiber Optic Program.  He noted that all of the costs of installing the Fiber Optics would be paid for by Lumbee River EMC.  Mayor McNeill asked who paid if there if there was damage to the Town’s property.  The Board discussed options and getting something in writing that Lumbee River EMC would be responsible in the event damages occurred to the Town’s property during the installation of the Fiber Optics.  Commissioner Duron Burney made a motion allow Lumbee River EMC to install the Fiber Optics on Town Property pending review by the Town Attorney.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.   All voted in favor of the motion.  

COMMENTS
Town Manager James Bennett handed out the updates to the 2015-2016 Proposed Budget to the Board for them to replace in their Budget Notebooks and reviewed each change on each page with the Board.

Mayor McNeill reported that House Bill 730 had passed the House and was waiting to be assigned to a committee.  He noted that this particular Bill will outlaw Towns having to pay for using the 911 system.  Mayor McNeill reported that this could be a $50,000 savings to the Town if this Bill is passed.  He will keep the Board updated as more information becomes available.

Commissioner Duron Burney asked about the Parks.  Town Manager James Bennett reminded the Board that Mayor McNeill had asked for a committee to work on the Wilson Terry Memorial Park at the last Budget Workshop.  Commissioner Burney agreed to serve with Mayor Pro Tem Murray McKeithan on the committee.  Mayor McNeill asked that the committee talk with each one of the Board memebers and get ideas for how to resolve the issues at the Wilson Terry Memorial Park and bring a pln back to the Board.
