The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met in special called meeting on Thursday, June 18, 2015 at 6:00 p.m. in the Town Council at Town Hall.

Mayor John M. McNeill convened this special meeting of the Red Springs Town Board at 6:00 p.m. on June 18, 2015.  A quorum was present, Mayor John M. McNeill, Mayor Pro Tem Murray McKeithan, Commissioners Duron Burney, Edward Henderson, Robert Hollingsworth, Eula C. McNeill and David Shook being present and no Commissioners being absent.  
GENERATION ASSET SALE
The first item of business was as follows:
The Town Attorney, Garris Neil Yarborough, again briefed the Board on the transaction being contemplated below which they had previously reviewed and discussed.  He informed them that the purpose of this special meeting was to consider and take action to:

1.	Reconsider, rescind and repeal the Ordinance adopted by the Board on June 11, 2015 (“Prior Ordinance”); and
2.	Consider anew and formally adopt the Ordinance shown below to approve and implement the transaction

Commissioner Duron Burney made a motion to reconsider the prior action and rescind and repeal the Prior Ordinance.  Commissioner Robert Hollingsworth seconded the Motion and no further discussion being had, the motion was adopted unanimously.   
Next, Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion, seconded by Commissioner David Shook to adopt the following:

No further discussion being had, the Motion passed unanimously. 
APPROVAL OF BUDGET AMENDMENTS #2015-06-07 AND #2015-06-08
Mayor John M. McNeill reported that the next item on the agenda were two budget amendments.  Mayor McNeill asked the will of the Board.  Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve Budget Amendment #2015-06-07.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.  Commissioner David Shook noted that he would like to discuss Budget Amendment #2015-06-08 before any action was taken.  He asked about the funds for the demolition of housing.  Mayor McNeill explained that money had been moved around in the General Fund and not the Departmental Budget.  After further discussion, Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve Budget Amendment #2015-06-08.  Mayor Pro Tem Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.  

APPROVAL OF TOWN ATTORNEY’S CONTRACT
Town Attorney Neil Yarborough reminded the Board that excerpts from minutes from this evening’s minutes needed to be read and approved before adjourning the meeting, thus:
Prior to the adjournment of the meeting, these minutes were read to the full Board and were approved unanimously upon motion by Commissioner David Shook, seconded by Commissioner Edward Henderson.
APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF MAIN STREET APPLICATION
Mayor John M. McNeill reported that the next item on the agenda was a resolution in support of applying to the Main Street Program.  Mayor McNeill explained the program and that we had applied in 2013 and 2014 for the same program however Town’s were not awarded the designation in 2014.  He also noted that Town Manager Bennett had met with some staff members previously with the Main Street Program who were helping to complete the application.  Commissioner Robert Hollingsworth asked about the cost.  Mayor McNeill noted it was only the cost of the travel for the Main Street staff.  With no further discussion,  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to adopt the Resolution in support of the Main Street Application.  Mayor Pro Tem Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.  

Mayor McNeill reported that because of the extreme heat Mr. Tim Mauldin, Public Services Director and Mr. Derrick Edge, Electrical Director were adjusting start times for their crews and taking extra precautions to keep their staff safe.

Mayor McNeill also gave an update on the bill concerning billing Town’s for handling 911 calls.  The Board briefly discussed the bill and how to utilize the money saved if the bill passes.
