BOARD MEETING
MINUTES

TUESDAY, JANUARY 3, 2012

The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, January 3, 2012 at 8:00 p.m. in the Town Council Room at Town Hall.

Mayor McNeill called the meeting to order and asked Commissioner David Shook to open the meeting with a prayer.
Mayor McNeill asked everyone to Pledge Allegiance to the Flag
No one had signed up for the Public Input Session

Margie Labadie, Mary Frances McClure, Kim Pevia and Johnny Robertson, members of the STEP Program Committee presented the finalized proposal for the STEP Program.

Commissioner Robert Hollingsworth made a motion to approve the finalized proposal for the STEP Program.  Commissioner David Shook seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion. STEP Committee member Johnny Robertson stated that a contract between the Town and Rural Center will have to be signed and that it will be the Town’s responsibility to see that this goes forward.
Mayor McNeill introduced Representative Charles Graham who stated that he was there to show his support for the Town and announced that he will be at the Red Springs Community Building on Thursday, January 19, 2012 at 7:00 pm for a Town Meeting for the public.
Jay McInnis, project engineer in the environmental analysis unit of the NCDOT, presented a very informative presentation regarding the Red Springs By-pass.  The bypass plan, Jay McInnis said is something he has worked on for 14 years.  The purpose of the bypass is to reduce traffic congestion and to reduce truck traffic on downtown streets.  Jay McInnis stated that NCDOT is at the point where the next step would be to hold a public hearing and select a corridor for the project and would allow for input from the town and public. Mr. McInnis also said that NCDOT would like a resolution so that they can go forward.  Commissioner Robert Hollingsworth made a motion to approve moving forward with a public hearing and resolution to select a corridor for the Red Springs Bypass. Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.
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Town Manager Bob Schaumleffel introduced Bob Jones, Assistant Public Works Director.

Human Resources Director, Jim Vaughn gave an update on the website and HR programs such as CVS Prescription Program.   Code Enforcement Officer, Frances Stayton gave an update on code enforcement.
Commissioner Murray McKeithan made a motion to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on Tuesday, December 6, 2011.  Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Robert Hollingsworth made a motion to table the Towing Contract.  Commissioner David Shook seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve Contract Services with W.K Dickson for the Water Tank Removal and Water Line Replacement (Westside Heights). Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion. Commissioner David Shook called for the question.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Commissioner Edward Henderson made a motion to approve Budget Amendments #2012-12-01 and  #2012-12-02.  Commissioner Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve the sale of surplus property.  Commissioner Robert Hollingsworth seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

One (1) New Holland 555E Backhoe – Water/Sewer Dept.

Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve the Releases and Refunds Request.  Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Dencie Lambdin and Judy Arrington with the Communities in Schools program has asked the Town for its assistance for a program they wish to start in Red Springs.  The program is called “Pack a Snack” which identifies kids who may not be getting properly fed over the weekend.  These kids will be provided a snack to take home on Friday of each week with the food coming from and packaged by volunteers.  CIS needs a small room to package the food and store some items.  The room would be used a few hours once a week or so on average.  Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve the request from CIS to use a room upstairs at Town Hall for their “Pack a Snack” program with the understanding that the
