BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS MEETING
TUESDAY, OCTOBER 4, 2011

The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, October 4, 2011 at 8:00 p.m. at Town Hall.

Mayor John M. McNeill called the meeting to order and asked Commissioner Linda McQueen Mack to open the meeting with a prayer.

Commissioner Linda McQueen Mack made a motion to approve the minutes for the Regular Meeting held on September 06, 2011 and an Emergency Meeting held on September 14, 2011.  Commissioner Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Mayor McNeill announced that no one had signed in for the Public Input Session

Mayor McNeill introduced Ryan Nance and Lynn Hoppler with Lumber River Council of Governments’ Workforce Development Division who gave a very informative presentation regarding their services that are offered.
Police Chief Ronnie Patterson introduced Brandy Oxendine who is working as a part-time dispatcher at the Police Dept.
Commissioner E.H. Alexander made a motion to approve Resolution #11-12 approving the purchase of a new backhoe.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the meeting.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to approve a Basic Skills Affiliation/Lease Agreement between the Town of Red Springs and Robeson Community College contingent upon the Town Attorney’s recommendation of adding the site address for the program to the Agreement, which is 225 ½ South Main Street.  Commissioner Linda McQueen Mack seconded the motion.  Commissioner David Shook opposed the motion.  Commissioner E.H. Alexander called for the question.   Commissioners E.H. Alexander, Eula C. McNeill, Murray McKeithan, Edward Henderson and Linda McQueen Mack voted in favor of the motion to approve the Lease Agreement. Motion carried.
Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve a Deed of Release for a Town Easement for James Stone – Sherwood Forest.  Commissioner Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to approve Resolution #11-13 adopting the ICMA 457 Deferred Compensation Plan.  Commissioner David Shook seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
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Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion of approval to discard surplus junk from the Water/Sewer Dept.  Commissioner Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  Commissioner E.H. Alexander called for the question.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Commissioner Linda McQueen Mack made a motion to approve the sale of surplus properties from the Police Dept.  Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner E.H. Alexander made a motion of approval to discard surplus junk from the Fire Dept.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

George Hall, Public Works Director, informed the Board of drainage problems around Town, especially in Westside Heights – Hancock and Front Streets.  Mayor McNeill asked Mr. Hall to have Engineers perform a study of drainage for the December Board Meeting.
Commissioner Linda McQueen Mack made a motion to approve the Releases/Refunds Request.  Commissioner Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Edward Henderson made a motion to approve appointments to the Parks and Recreation Commission.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner E.H. Alexander made a motion to approve Budget Amendments #2011/10/01 and #2011/10/02.  Commissioner Linda McQueen Mack seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Mayor McNeill announced that Basic Finance had moved to a new location on E. 4th Avenue and would have its Open House on Wednesday, October 5, 2011 at 2:00 p.m.
Commissioner Linda McQueen Mack made a motion to go into Closed Session for the purpose of discussing attorney-client privilege, litigation and personnel.  Commissioner Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.  Upon returning from Closed Session, Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to go back into Regular Session.  Commissioner David Shook seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
