TOWN OF RED SPRINGS BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS MEETING
MINUTES

TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 6, 2012
8:00 P.M.

The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, November 6, 2012 at 8:00 p.m. in the Town Council at Town Hall.

Present:
Mayor John M. McNeill; Commissioners Robert Hollingsworth, Murray McKeithan, Edward Henderson, Eula C. McNeill, David Shook and Duron Burney; Town Manager U. James Bennett, Town Clerk Barbara H. Bounds and Town Attorney Neil Yarborough
Mayor McNeill called  the meeting to order and welcomed everyone and asked Deacon Juan Alexander Vicent from Saint Francis De Sales Catholic Church to give the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor McNeill declared the public hearing for the purpose of discussing plans to submit an application for $200,000 to the North Carolina Department of Commerce for FY 2012 NC Catalyst grant program to undertake the construction of 8 rental housing units for persons with disabilities to be located at 110 East 7th Avenue open for discussion. Scott A. Redinger with Scott A. Redinger, Inc., who is the housing consultant assisting  the North Carolina Indian Housing Authority with the development of Parrish Place II spoke in favor. No one spoke against.  Mayor McNeill declared the Public Hearing closed.
Mayor McNeill declared the Public Hearing for a request for a conditional use permit from the North Carolina Indian Housing Authority located at 110 East 7th Avenue under Article V, Section 7.d (10), District Use Regulations for Multi-Family Dwellings to construct 2 – one bedroom duplexes and approval for the final plat for the subdivision of land owned by the NCIHA.  No one spoke against.  Mayor McNeill declared the Public Hearing closed.
Mayor McNeill asked the Town Clerk Barbara H. Bounds if anyone had signed up for the Public Input Session.  The Town Clerk replied no.
Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve the consent agenda:

B. November 2012 Releases/Refunds Request
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Commissioner Edward Henderson made a motion to approve plans to submit an application for $200,000 to the North Carolina Department of Commerce for FY 2012 Catalyst grant program to undertake the construction of 8 rental housing units for persons with disabilities to be located at 110 East 7th Avenue.  Commissioner Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion. – The North Carolina Indian Housing Authority
Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to approve the requests for a Conditional Use Permit and final plat located at 110 East 7th Avenue under Article V, Section 7.d (10), District Use Regulations for Multi-Family Dwellings to construct 2 one bedroom duplexes.   Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Mayor stated that he would like to deviate from the regular agenda to the following:

Mayor McNeill introduced Kimberly J. Siran with Coaly Design, who gave a recap and update on the   Small Town Economic Prosperity Program (STEP).  Commissioner David Shook asked a question regarding the Red Springs entrance signs.  Town Manager James Bennett stated that there would be four signs that would cost $3500 each.  The STEP Program is paying for two of the signs and anonymous donors are paying for the other two, so the Town pays nothing.  Mayor McNeill thanked Kimberly Siran for all the great work she has done thus far for the Town Planning and Design.
George Hall, Public Works Director discussed the Red Springs Alloway Cemetery and the fact that space is getting very limited.  Mr. Hall presented a map to the Board that showed a wooded area at the cemetery that could be used, but needs clearing of trees; the trees would be sold. The cleared area would provide approximately 200 plots. The project would need to be contracted out. The estimated cost of clearing the land would cost approximately $6,000 - $8,000.  Mayor McNeill asked Town Manager James Bennett to provide a Budget Amendment up to $10,000 to take care of this project. Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion for a Budget Amendment to be presented for the amount of $10,000 to clear the land and expand the cemetery, for the December meeting.  Commissioner Robert Hollingsworth seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Mayor McNeill stated that the Board is adding a new item to the monthly agenda -- a Proclamation for “Student of the Month” from Flora Macdonald Academy and Red Springs High School.  Mayor McNeill recognized and presented a Proclamation for “November 2012 Student of the Month” to Janay Franklin, a senior from Red Springs High and to William Hair, a senior from Flora Macdonald Academy. Both students’ parents were present.

Commissioner Murray McKeithan made a motion to approve a Conflict of Interest Policy.  Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to approve Resolution #12-10, Tentative Award of Bids for the Town of Red Springs Wastewater Collection System Rehabilitation Project. Commissioner David Shook seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion. – Westside project – removal of water tank.
Commissioner Edward Henderson made a motion to approve Change Order No. 3 from Koonce, Noble & Associates, Inc., for the Wastewater Treatment Plant.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve submitting an Engineering proposal to prepare a Preliminary Engineering Report (PER) for the existing Water Treatment Plant.  Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Commissioner Robert Hollingsworth made a motion to approve two amendments to Ordinance #10-14, “Creating a new Chapter 115, Computer Gaming Establishments of Title XI, Business Regulations of the Red Springs Code of Ordinances, and establishing an effective date”  Commissioner Duron Burney seconded the motion.
The first amendment  to: “SECTION 115.05-A, ALLOWABLE LOCATIONS, adding Section 115.05-A (2) General Business, authorizing gaming in the General Business district subject to the payment of the appropriate tax.
The second amendment to: “SECTION 115.06(A) – RULES OF OPERATION OF COMPUTER GAMING ESTABLISHMENTS to read:  All Computer Gaming Establishments shall be closed from 12:00 midnight until 8:00 a.m. Monday through Saturday and 12:00 midnight until 12:00 p.m. on Sunday.  Commissioners Duron Burney, Robert Hollingsworth, Murray McKeithan, Edward Henderson, Eula C. McNeill  voted in favor of Amendment #1 and #2. Commissioner David Shook voted against  Amendment #1, authorizing gaming establishments in the General Business zoning district and voted in favor of the amendment #2, Rules of Operation of Computer Gaming Establishments.       Amendment #1 – 5 in favor and 1 against  - Amendment #2  - All voted in favor.
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Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve Budget Amendment #2013-11-01, amending the 2012-2013 FY Budget.  Commissioner Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to approve Budget Amendment #2013-11-02, amending the 2012-2013 FY Budget.  Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Commissioner David Shook made a motion to declare property located at 225 ½ South Main Street, Red Springs, North Carolina surplus and to initiate the upset bid process for an offer made by Robert VanHoy to rent with an option to purchase said property.  The conditions for the lease with option to purchase is as follows:  $500.00 per month for first year, an option to extend the lease at anytime within the lease or extension period.  The successful bidder of the property is required to rehabilitate to code or demolish the building.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to approve Resolution #12-10, NC Catalyst Program Application to Assist in Funding the Parish Place II Project.  Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
There being no further business to be discussed, Mayor McNeill, with the concurrence of the Commissioners adjourned the meeting.
