BOARD MEETING
MINUTES

TUESDAY, MARCH 6, 2012

The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, March 6, 2012 at 8:00 p.m. in the Town Board Room at Town Hall.

Mayor McNeill declared the Public Hearing to obtain input into the proposal to apply for the North Carolina Department of Commerce Division of Community Investment (NCDCI) Catalyst Funds to be used to construct a new street with water and sewer lines, off East 7th Ave. on the South side of 7th Ave. between Taylor Street and South Main Street open for  discussion.  No one spoke for or against.  Mayor McNeill declared the Public Hearing closed.

Mayor McNeill called the meeting to order and asked Commissioner Eula C. McNeill to open the meeting with a prayer.

Mayor McNeill asked for the Pledge of Allegiance

Mayor McNeill welcomed Commissioner Eula C. McNeill back from recovery of major surgery.

No one spoke for the Public Input Session

The Mayor introduced Kimberly Kiran from Coaly Design who gave an update on the design of the improvement to the MLK, Jr. Memorial Park. Also, an entrance sign to Red Springs was discussed to be installed on North Main before the Bridge. The Board asked Kimberly Kiran to proceed and secure the cost of this project and return for the April Board meeting and also the contractors we are to work with.  It will be the STEP’s decision to bring back to the April Board meeting estimate on the entrance sign.
Commissioner Murray McKeithan made a motion to approve the minutes for the Regular meeting held of February 7, 2012 -- Recess meeting held on February 9, 2012 and Special meeting held on February 23, 2012.  Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner  David Shook made a motion to approve a proposal to apply for the North Carolina Department of Commerce Division of Community Investment (NCDCI) Catalyst Funds to be used to construct a new street and water and sewer lines, off East 7th Ave., on the South side of 7th Ave. between Taylor Street and South Main Street
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Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve the proposal to provide landscape architectural services for the Town Planning and Design of the Martin Luther King, Jr. Memorial Park from Coaly Design.  The Mayor stated that the Manager is to work with STEP on this project.  Commissioner Robert Hollingsworth seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to approve the Contract Agreement between Richard Cummings, Fire Inspector, and the Town of Red Springs.  Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve Budget Amendment #2012-03-01, amending the 2011-2012 FY Budget.  Commissioner Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Murray McKeithan made a motion to approve the Releases/Refunds Request.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner David Shook made a motion to appoint Commissioner Edward Henderson to serve as an alternate to Commissioner Eula C. McNeill to serve on the Board of Directors at the LRCOG.

Human Resources Director Jim Vaughn gave a report on the Public Surplus sale.
Commissioner Robert Hollingsworth made a motion to go into Closed Session to discuss Personnel and Attorney-Client Privilege Information regarding a contract.  Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.  Upon returning from Closed Session, Commissioner David Shook made a motion to return to Regular Session.   Commissioner  Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
There being no further business to be discussed, Mayor McNeill, with the concurrence of the Commissioners, adjourned the meeting.
