BOARD MEETING
MINUTES

TUESDAY, APRIL 3, 2012

8:00 P.M.

The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, April 3, 2012 at 8:00 p.m. in the Town Council Room at Town.

Present:
Mayor John M. McNeill; Commissioners Robert Hollingsworth, Murray McKeithan, Ed Henderson, David Shook, Eula C. McNeill and Duron Burney; Town Manager Robert A. Schaumleffel, Jr., Town Clerk Barbara H. Bounds and Town Attorney Neil Yarborough

Mayor McNeill called the meeting to order and asked Commissioner Murray McKeithan to open the meeting with a prayer.

Mayor McNeill asked everyone to Pledge Allegiance to the Flag

Mayor McNeill asked if anyone had signed up for the Public Input Session:
1) Landa Gaddy presented a presentation regarding Help Parents improve their children

Jay Howell, representative from VFIS Insurance, discussed an insurance proposal for the fire dept. Commissioner Robert Hollingsworth made a motion to include the proposal for an estimated Annual Premium of $9,041.00 in the budget process for FY 2012-2013.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
No one from the Red Springs Rescue Squad was present.  Mayor McNeill stated that they would be on the May agenda.

Commissioner Murray McKeithan made a motion to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on Tuesday, March 6, 2012.  Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.  Commissioner Robert Hollingsworth made a motion to approve the minutes for the Budget Workshop held on Monday, March 12, 2012, as amended.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to accept the Landscaping Contract Agreement for $25,070.75 from Greenstate Landscaping and Nursery to provide the construction services for the installation of the MLK, Jr., Memorial Park design, pending USDA funds.  Commissioner Duron Burney seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Murray McKeithan made a motion to enter into a contract with Coaly Design for Town Planning and Design to provide landscape and architectural services – a USDA Downtown Improvement Grant.  Commissioner Robert Hollingsworth seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
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Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve Resolution #12-02, designating an official to sign papers and to otherwise represent the Board in connections with Mosquito Control.  Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Edward Henderson made a motion to table Budget Amendment #2012-04-01, until the May meeting.  Commissioner Robert Hollingsworth seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve Budget Amendment #2012-04-02, amending the 2011-2012 FY Budget.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve the Releases/Refunds Request.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Edward Henderson made a motion to go into Closed Session to discuss land acquisition.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.  Upon returning from Closed Session, Commissioner David Shook made a motion to return to Regular Session.  Commissioner Duron Burney seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Mayor McNeill stated that he wanted to update the Board regarding a recommendation from the Planning Board.  The request is from Chosen Generation Community, Inc., requesting a rezoning at 808 W. Third Ave., from Agriculture/Residential to Professional to open and operate a Community Health Facility.  The Planning Board disapproved the request and recommended that the rezoning request go to the Board of Adjustment to be considered as a Zoning Variance in lieu of Spot Zoning. After much discussion, Neil Yarborough, Town Attorney, stated that the rezoning request should be sent back to the Planning Board to address. Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to remove the Planning Board’s recommendation to go before the Board of Adjustment and to send back to the Planning Board.  Commissioner Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Mayor McNeill announced that a Dedication of the Red Springs Public Works Building Ceremony for Paul Morrison, retired Director of the Electric Department, is scheduled to be held on Saturday, April 7, 2012 at 4:00 p.m., at the Public Works Avenue, 401 W, 3rd Ave., Red Springs, NC
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There being no further business to be discussed, Mayor McNeill, with the concurrence of the Commissioners, adjourned the meeting.
