The following items were discussed regarding the budget:

1)
Overtime for the Police Department

2)
Check with Bleecker Automotive Group and Baker Chevrolet in Red Springs regarding a 
Chevrolet or Dodge bid package for a new police car
3)
Discussed that the non-pay utility fee would be charged to all individuals whose name 
appears on the cut-off list each month.  It would not replace the disconnect fee or the late 
fee.  Commissioner Duron Burney stated that he was totally against the aforementioned.
4)
Check into mosquito spraying and let the Board know when spraying begins
5)
Look into leasing or purchasing a new garbage truck 
6)
Draw up a plan where we can install a basketball court at Westgate Terrace and possibly as an 
alternate look at Westside. There has been a great deal of vandalism at the Westgate Park.
7)
Discussed the Powell Bill and which streets need repairs
8)
Take a look at additional $15, 000 to be used for transformers in the electrical dept
9)
Need strobe/LED lights on vehicles in the electrical and sanitation departments and to be 
discussed at the July Board meeting

Discussed medicare/supplement cost

Check to see if commercial fees are included in the sanitation dept.
