SPECIAL MEETING MINUTES

The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met in Special Session on Tuesday, June 26, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. in the Town Council at Town Hall.
Present:
Mayor John M. McNeill; Commissioners Murray McKeithan, Edward Henderson, David Shook, Eula C. McNeill and Duron Burney; Town Manager James Bennett, Town Clerk Barbara H. Bounds
Absent :
Commissioner Robert Hollingsworth
Mayor McNeill called the meeting to order and dispensed with reading of minutes.  Mayor McNeill stated that the purpose of this special meeting is to adopt the Budget Ordinance for FY 2012-2013
Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to approve, collectively, Budget Amendment

 #2012-06-03 and Budget Amendment #2012-06-04.  Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Commissioner David Shook made a motion to reduce the Chamber of Commerce’s budget from $4,000 to $3,500 with the $500 going into the General Fund Reserves.  Commissioner Duron Burney seconded the motion.  Commissioner David Shook called for the question.  Three Commissioners voted in favor and 2 against.  Motion carried 3-2.
After much discussion regarding the Appearance Committee/Flora Macdonald Gardens’ budget, as to why the two are on the same budget line item for $8,000. Mayor McNeill stated that some clarity on this issue would be addressed at the August Meeting.
The Board discussed using a form mechanism for all Charitable Organizations  - Request for Funding and Year-End Financial Reports.  Town Manager stated that he had already worked up a form to use:
Name of Organization, Contact, brief description of how money is to be used, amount requested, purpose of the organization, (etc.)

Commissioner Murray McKeithan made a motion to adopt the 2012-2013 FY Budget Ordinance, subject to the revisions and amendments.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

There being no further business to be discussed, Mayor McNeill, with the concurrence of the Commissioners adjourned the meeting.
