Mayor Edward Henderson welcomed everyone to the meeting and called the meeting to order. Deacon Alexander Vicent, Saint Mary Catholic Church, 800 South Main Street, Laurinburg, NC 28352 was asked to give the Invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Public Input
Mayor Edward Henderson asked if there was anyone signed up for the Public Input Session and Town Clerk Barbara McColl reported that there was no one signed up to speak tonight. 
Public Hearing – Notice of Public Hearing for Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Funding
Mayor Henderson read the Public Hearing Script to the board to request funding from the Community Development Block Grant to replace the waterlines within the town.  Mayor Henderson opened the floor for public comments and questions concerning the CDBG Project.  Mayor Henderson asked if there was anyone to speak for or against the grant funding.  There was no one to speak for or against the (CDBG) funding and Mayor Henderson declared the public session closed.     
Consent Agenda
Mayor Henderson noted that an additional Budget Amendment was added to the Consent Agenda: BA#2020-03-03-04 in the amount of $300,000.  Mayor Henderson asked the board to accept the Consent Agenda. 

Commissioner Patterson made a motion to accept the Consent Agenda and Commissioner Lea’kes seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion. 
 


Presentations 

A.  Tax Collections Contract

Town Manager Ashburn noted that Attorney Mark D. Bardill/Zacchaeus Legal Services Tax Firm, Finance Director McFarland, Town Attorney Tim Smith, Robeson County Manager Kellie Blue, and himself arranged a meeting.  Town Manager said Robeson County Manager Blue is ready to move forward with the Tax Foreclosure Collection Contract and she prefers to partnership with Red Springs. Town Manager Ashburn said that she will present this decision to her board of commissioners, and also asked that the Red Springs Board of Commissioner’s will move forward and make a motion to adopt the Tax List while she and her board will adopt it and make a motion as well.

Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds made a motion to accept the Delinquent Tax Collection Foreclosure Contract and Commissioner McKeithan seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion. 

B.  Department of Transportation (DOT) Resolution

[bookmark: _Hlk36736396]Town Manager Ashburn read the Department of Transportation Resolution designating, “NO THRU TRUCKS” Ordinance for NC Highway 71 to Highway 211/State Route 1780 Shannon Road and requesting for them to post this Resolution.

Commissioner Lea’kes made a motion to accept the (DOT) Resolution for “NO THRU TRUCKS” NC Highway 71 to Highway 211/State Route 1780 Shannon Road and Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

C.  Community Development Block Grant Hearing (CDBG) & Ordinance

Town Manager Ashburn updated the board on the Community Development Grant & Ordinance 
for the Water and Sewer System Infrastructure, Replacement of the Waterlines, Wells and Elevated Tanks.  He asked the board to adopt the minutes and adopt the ordinance for the CDBG Funding.  

Commissioner Burney made a motion to adopt the Minutes from the Public Hearing and adopt the Ordinance from the Public Hearing to accept the CDBG Funding and Commissioner Patterson seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Town Manager Ashburn informed the board that Fire Chief John Ammons passed the pyrotechnic class and is certified by the State of North Carolina to administer fireworks. Town Manager discussed an agreement with the Firemen’s Insurance Fund for the Fire Department to cover the fireworks displays and asked the board to move forward with the 4th of July Festival.

Commissioner Patterson made a motion to allow Town Manager Ashburn to move forward with the 4th of July Festival and Commissioner Lea’kes seconded the motion and (1) Opposed.
(4) Commissioner’s that voted For:  Patterson, Lea’kes, Edmonds, and Burney.  (1) Commissioner Opposed: McKeithan and the motion passed.
 
E.  Industrial Park Name

Town Manager Ashburn noted due to the Industrial Park Name change the Industrial zoning in North Carolina will not have to change because it is not required.  He further noted that with the name change the town would be illegible for different types of grants and funds.     

Commissioner Lea’kes made a motion to approve the name change from Industrial Park to Technological Park and Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

F.  Update of Animal Control Ordinance

Town Manager Ashburn asked the board to upgrade the system and adopt the Animal Control Ordinance concerning the classification of dangerous dogs to protect the citizens from dog bites and attacks.  

Commissioner Burney made a motion to adopt the Animal Control Ordinance and Commissioner Lea’kes seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

G.  Streetlights

Town Manager Ashburn gave the board a printed copy of the Streetlights chosen for the downtown area and asked the board to move forward and allow him to finish the project.

Commissioner McKeithan made the motion to move forward with the Downtown Streetlights and Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

H.  Roadside Trash Pickup

Town Manager Ashburn gave handouts and information to the board concerning the Roadside Trash Pickup and cost of the Public Trash Carts.  

Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds made a motion to Table the Roadside Trash Pickup until Town Manager Ashburn set up a Public Hearing for community input changing the schedule for Roadside Trash Pickup and Commissioner Lea’kes seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.





I.   Town Hall Meeting Schedule

Town Manager Ashburn noted that Robeson County is hosting the 100th Committee Annual Banquet on Tuesday, April 7, 2020 and he reminded the board that the dinner fell on the board meeting night. 

Commissioner Patterson made a motion to reschedule the Tuesday, April 7th Board Meeting to Monday, April 6th in order to attend the 100th Committee Annual Banquet and Commissioner Burney seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

J.   Electric Rate Increase

Town Manager Ashburn advised the board to use the same pay rate schedule and keep the LED lights for the same wattage.

Commissioner Lea’kes made a motion to change the lighting system through Electricities and Commissioner Patterson seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.
