
RED SPRINGS BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS MEETING
MINUTES
TUESDAY, OCTOBER 2, 2018
7:00 P.M.


The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met on Tuesday, October 2, 2018 at 7:00 p.m. in the Town Council Board Room at Town Hall.

Mayor Edward Henderson welcomed everyone to the meeting and called the meeting to order.  Mayor Henderson asked Reverend Bradley Boberg, First Baptist Church, Red Springs, NC 28377 to give the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.            
Public Input
Mayor Edward Henderson welcomed everyone to the meeting and called the meeting to order.  Mayor Henderson asked if anyone was signed up for the Public Input Session and Town Clerk Barbara McColl reported that there were four people signed up:  Tim Heath, Gerome Chavis, Tom Norton, and Renet McQueen signed in to speak for the Public Input session and Town Attorney Tim Smith gave the rules for the Public Input and each person had a three minute time limit to speak. 
Consent Agenda
Mayor Henderson asked the board to make a motion to approve the Consent Agenda. 

Mayor Pro Tem Mc Keithan made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda.   Commissioner Lea’Kes seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the Consent Agenda. 

Presentations

Michael Torres Property

Town Manager Ashburn said that Michael Torres was not given the proper amount of land to build a garage as to the agreement.  Town Manager Ashburn asked Code Inspector Ernest Stephens to enlighten the board to the original request of Mr. Torres which was to purchase .38 of an acre of land from the Town.     

Commissioner Sumpter made the motion to correct the error, sell and deed the .38 of an acre property over to Michael Torres.  Commissioner Patterson seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Storm Response

Town Manager Ashburn gave an update on the Storm Response and said the town was very aggressive in pre-planning, setting up, opening up storm drains which carried the largest flow throughout the town and cleaning up major ditches and tail diches to increase the amount of flow. Manager Ashburn said we still have a lot that needs to be done but we were able to reduce the areas that had historical flooding and we were very successful in opening a town shelter housing up to 100 people at the Red Springs Community Center.

Commissioner Sumpter also thanked the Mayor Henderson and Mrs. Henderson, Town Manager & Mrs. Ashburn and Deacon Vicent for translating and helping out at the shelter.

Mayor said he wants Red Springs to become a more user friendly town and we need each other to make this town the best that it can be.  Mayor Henderson extended an invitation for the public to call him anytime about anything if it is for the good of Red Springs.
