TOWN OF RED SPRINGS BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS MEETING
MINUTES

TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 5, 2013

The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, February 5, 2013 at 8:00 p.m. in the Town Council at Town Hall.

Mayor John M. McNeill, Commissioners Robert Hollingsworth, Murray McKeithan, Edward Henderson, Duron Burney, David Shook, and Eula C. McNeill; Town Manager James Bennett, Town Clerk Barbara H. Bounds and Town Attorney G. Neil Yarborough

Mayor McNeill stated that he was going to deviate from the 1st item on the agenda which is the Public Hearing.

Mayor McNeill called the meeting to order and asked Pastor Carolos Quesada of the Pentecostal Holiness Church to give the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor McNeill stated that he was going to deviate back to the regular agenda.

Mayor McNeill declared the public hearing for a request from the Town of Red Springs for approval of a subdivision final plat for property located at 225 ½ South Main Street, Red Springs, NC,  (Old Museum) open for discussion.  No one spoke for or against.  Mayor McNeill declared the Public Hearing closed.

Mayor McNeill declared the public hearing for a request from Nour Saramah for a conditional use permit under Article V, District Use Regulations, Section 5, Item d. (2), General Business (GB) allowing Auto Garages and other related businesses.  The purpose of this request is to open up a Car Dealership at 401 East 4th Avenue, Red Springs, NC.  No one spoke for or against.  Mayor McNeill declared the public hearing closed.
Mayor McNeill declared the public hearing for a request from the Red Springs Rescue Squad, Inc., for a conditional use permit under Article V, Section 3, Item d.6, (R) Residential, allowing hospitals, convalescent homes and nursing homes located at the corner of West 4th and West 5th Avenues.  The purpose of the request is to allow the construction of a new Rescue Squad Base.  Jonathan Prather spoke in favor of the request.  No one spoke against.  Mayor McNeill declared the public hearing closed.
Mayor McNeill asked Town Clerk Barbara Bounds if anyone had signed up for the Public Input Session.  The Town Clerk stated that Marcella Grantham had signed up. Marcella Grantham with the Junior Dillettante Book Club wanted to express the Book Club’s appreciation for the erection of the Town’s Clock in the Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Park.
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Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to approve Item A and C on the Consent Agenda excluding Item B – George Hall – Presentation of Engineer Firm for the filter project.  Commissioner David Shook seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Mayor McNeill stated that Corey Hathaway was not present to discuss his Eagle Scout Leadership Service Project.  He would like to erect a State flag over the Red Springs Community Building and also would like to instruct how to burn flags properly and to get flags that need burning.
Mayor McNeill presented a Proclamation for “February 2013 Student of the Month” to Brandon Drose from Flora Macdonald Academy.  Brandon’s parents were present.  Zachary Jones from Red Springs High School was not present for his Proclamation.  
Annette Bryant, Human Resources gave an update on Human Resources.
Mayor McNeill recognized and commended Derrick Edge, Electrical Distribution Director, for giving such great service to the Town of Red Springs.  The department is one employee short and Derrick has been on call for the last 6 months.
Montressa Smith, Director of the Southeastern Lifestyle Center for Fitness wanted to address the Board with concern regarding the Town not utilizing the fitness center.  Ms. Smith stated that membership has dropped quite a bit from the Town.  She wanted to brainstorm with the Town to see how to get attendance back.  She stated that the fitness center plans to generate more activities to urge members to come out and use. Ms. Smith presented the Town with a one month free trial access to employees and Red Springs Board of Commissioner.  Mayor McNeill thanked Montressa Smith and stated that the center has the Town’s support.
Mayor McNeill introduced Linda Thomas, who will be manager of the Town’s new Walmart Express on 908 E. 4th Avenue updated the Board by announcing the Opening  Date for Walmart will be Wednesday, February 20, 2013 at 7:30 a.m.    Ms. Thomas stated that there are 34 applicants from Red Springs High School that has applied.   Ms. Thomas stated that 1/3 of people from Red Springs and 1/3 from Pembroke work will be employed by Walmart.    Ms. Thomas stated Red Springs is #9 in North Carolina that takes care of basics, including having a pharmacy.  The business hours will be:  Monday – Saturday – 7:00 a.m. – 9:00 pm.  Sunday – 8:00 a.m. – 9:00 p.m.Mayor McNeill thanked Linda Thomas and stated that the Board appreciates all that been done.
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Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve a request from the Town of Red Springs for a subdivision final plat for property located at 225 ½ South Main Street (Old Museum), Red Springs, NC.  Commissioner Duron Burney seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Commissioner Murray McKeithan made a motion to approve a request from Mr. Nour Saramah for a conditional use permit under Article V, District Use Regulations, Section 5 – (GB) General Business in the Red Springs Zoning Ordinance, allowing Auto Garages and other related businesses.  The purpose of the request is to open a Use Car Dealership at 401 East 4th Avenue, Red Springs NC.  Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Murray McKeithan made a motion to approve a request from the Red Springs Rescue Squad, Inc., for a conditional use permit under Article v, Section 3, Item d.6, Residence, allowing hospitals, convalescent homes and nursing homes located at the corner of West 4th and West 5th Avenues.  The purpose of the request is to allow the construction of a new Rescue Squad Base.  Commissioner Duron Burney seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Mayor McNeill stated that he would like to move item #11 to the end of the agenda.

Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve Budget Amendment #2013-02-01, amending the 2012-2013 FY Budget.    Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to approve Budget Amendment #2013-02-02, amending the 2012-2013 FY Budget.  Commissioner Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve Budget Amendment #2013-02-03, amending the 2012-2013 FY Budget.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Edward Henderson made a motion to approve Budget Amendment #2013-02-04, amending the 2012-2013 FY Budget.  Commissioner Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Duron Burney made a motion to approve Resolution #13-05, opposing legislation that provides for the forced taking of municipal water system.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
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Commissioner Edward Henderson a motion to approve the Mayor’s recommendation to appoint Talmadge Evers and James Mitchell to serve on the Board of Adjustment in the ETJ (extraterritorial territory).  Commissioner Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to appoint Sharon Ingles to serve on the Planning Committee for the addition at Alloway Cemetery.  Commissioner Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Murray McKeithan made a motion to go into Closed Session for the purpose of discussing land acquisition and to confer with attorney.  Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  Upon returning from Closed Session, Commissioner David Shook made a motion to return to Regular Session.  Commissioner Duron Burney seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Mayor McNeill stated that the meeting would be recessed until Monday, February 11, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. to discuss the manager’s evaluation in Closed Session.
