MINUTES

TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 4, 2012

8:00 PM
The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, September 4, 2012 at 8:00 p.m. in the Town Council Room at Town Hall.

Mayor John M. McNeill welcomed everyone and asked Reverend Joseph Simpson of First Missionary

 Baptist Church to give the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor McNeill asked Town Clerk Barbara H. Bounds if anyone had signed up for the Public Input 

Session.  Town Clerk replied no one had signed up.
Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve the consent agenda:

A. Approval of Minutes – August 14, 2012

B. Approval of September 2012 Releases/Refunds Request

Commissioner Duron Burney seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Mayor McNeill introduced Larry Osborne, Red Springs Mission Camp Coordinator which is associated with the North Carolina Baptists on Mission.  Mr. Osborne gave a presentation explaining that the purpose of the Red Springs Mission Camp is to serve the community and reach out to the elderly.  Mr. Osborne stated that the Mission Camp would do everything from providing food to handicapped grounds to repairing homes, which is all free labor.  He stated that the Camp has scheduled a Thanksgiving Dinner to be held on November 17, 2012 from 3:00 p.m. – 6:00 p.m. – 450 were served last year.  Then on December 8, 2012, the Christmas Give-Away will be held.  Approximately 700 families were served with toys, food and coats last year. Mr. Osborne asked for volunteers for projects in Red Springs, such as construction, handyman projects, yard work for the elderly, painting, etc.  He stated that the mission camp can’t do any of this work without the community being a part of it, and if you know someone in need, to let them know about the mission camp and what it is doing.  Mr. Osborne stated that volunteers are very welcome to help and also encouraged the Board to come out and visit.  The Red Springs Mission Camp is located at 114 Industrial Drive Road, Red Springs, NC.
Geoffrey N’Goran was not present to present the Soccer Program Proposal.

2) Kasey Douglas as Tax Collector
3) Commissioner David Shook’s appointment to the North Carolina Eastern Municipal Agency (NCEMP) as 1st Alternate position to the NCEMPA Board of Commissioners. Commissioner Edward Henderson holds the position as 2nd Alternate and was sworn in at the August 14, 2012 Board Meeting.
Mayor McNeill stated that the Board would return to the original agenda.
Mayor McNeill introduced the former Mayor George T. Paris, Chairman of the Study Committee that was formed per the request of Town Manager U. James Bennett.   This committee studied garbage collection.  Former Mayor George T. Paris stated that this issue was approached several years back as a board and at that time, there was a lot of citizens’ input and it was not favorable.  Mr. Paris stated that the committee had to determine their objectives to be two-fold:  1)  determine if curbside “garbage pick-up” was needed: 2)  select recommended Waste Management as the best selection of a hauler, if curbside is applicable.  After much discussion, Commissioner Edward Henderson made a motion to table the recommendation until the study committee can hold another work session for more information to the board and for the board to schedule a public hearing for public comments.   Commissioner Duron Burney seconded the motion.  Commissioners Murray McKeithan, Edward Henderson, David Shook and Duron Burney voted in favor of the motion.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill voted against.  Motion carried – 4-1 vote.
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Town Manager U. James Bennett provided the Board a list compiled by George Hall and Police Chief Ronnie Patterson, assessing  the Town’s five parks for repairs that were needed, along with a list of from the Town Manager regarding Rules and Regulations to be enforced.
Mayor McNeill introduced two new employees:  1)  Leticia Currie, Grant Writer, who gave a report of the grants that she is working on, and 2)  Annette Bryant, Human Resources Technician, who stated that she is working on the Town’s Personnel Policy update.
Mayor McNeill introduced Annette Bryant’s daughter Johonna Bryant, who was in attendance.

Commissioner Edward Henderson made a motion to approve Budget Amendment #2013-09-01, amending the 2012-2013 FY Budget.  Commissioner Duron Burney seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Town Manager U. James Bennett announced that an Employee Benefits Health/Fair has been scheduled for Thursday, September 27, 2012 at the Red Springs Community Building from 8:00 a.m. until 4:00 p.m.  The Town is to partner with MedCost, which is the Town’s Health Insurance Company.  There will be no cost to the Town.  Vendors used by the Department Heads are being asked to donate items for the event.   This Benefits/Health Fair will give knowledge to employees’ of their benefits and also included will be health screening.  Organizations to attend are:  Social Security Administration, Local Government Retirement, State Employees Credit Union, Prudential 401k, Southeastern Health, Orbit, Colonial Life, MedCost and ESC.
Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to go into closed session to discuss economic development and personnel.  Commissioner Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.  Upon returning from Closed Session, Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to return to regular session.  Commissioner David Shook seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Murray McKeithan  made a motion to recess the meeting and reconvene on Thursday, September 20, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. to discuss the privatization of garbage and recyclable collections. Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.
