RED SPRINGS BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS MEETING
TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 5, 2017

The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met for their monthly Board meeting session on Tuesday, September 5, 2017 at 7:00 p.m. at Town Hall.

Mayor McNeill welcomed everyone to the meeting and called the meeting to order.  Mayor McNeill asked Reverend Harold Salmon from Trinity United Methodist Church, Red Springs, NC to give the invocation and continued with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Public Hearing  

Town Manager conversed with the Board concerning the CDBG Grant Close Out Program.   Town Manager Bennett affirmed the Town of Red Springs working closely with the North Carolina Indian Housing Authority on a program designed to seek out grants for the building of some homes on 7th Avenue, Red Springs. Mayor McNeill closed that portion of the Public Hearing.

Mayor McNeill introduced Chairman Wilson Ray to speak on the El Paso Remodeling.  Chairman Wilson Ray voiced to the Board he will give more details concerning the El Paso Remodeling in the Presentation.  Mayor McNeill motioned the Public Hearing be closed and moved on to the Public Input Session.

Public Input

Attorney Tim Smith read the procedures of the Public Input and there were three people signed in for public speaking:  Ms. Elma Patterson, Reverend Donald Oxendine and Evelyn Jemison. 

Consent Agenda

Mayor McNeill ask the Board to approve the Consent Agenda.  Commissioner Henderson made the motion to accept the Consent Agenda excluding 
Budget Amendments – BA# 2018 – 09-01, BA# 2018 – 09-02 and BA# 2018 – 09-03 and asked for an explanation and Mayor Pro Tem Caroline Sumpter second.  All voted unanimously.  The Board approved the Consent Agenda with the exception of the three Budget Amendments and removed Budget Amendment (a) from the Consent Agenda.  All voted in favor of the approving items: b, c, d, and e. 


(a) Budget Amendments – BA# 2018 – 09-01, BA# 2018 – 09-02, BA# 2018 – 09-03, (b) Minutes for August 1, 2017, (c) Resolution Close Out of Farmers Market, (d) Resolution Close Out of Parrish Place II, (e) Releases/Refund, (f) Resolution for Bicycle and Pedestrian Grant.

Mayor Pro Tem Caroline Sumpter made the motion to approve all (3) Budget Amendments.  Commissioner Eula McNeill second.  All voted unanimously.

Town Manager requested a new Budget Amendment for the repairs to the Street Sweeper and the Resolution for the Bicycle & Pedestrian Grant.  Commissioner Eula McNeill made the motion for Resolution for the Bicycle and Pedestrian Grant.  Commissioner Duron Burney second.  All voted in favor of the motion.  Mayor Pro Tem Caroline Sumpter made the motion to approve the repairs to the Street Sweeper - Budget Amendment BA# 2018 – 09-04.  Commissioner Eula McNeill second.  All voted unanimously.  
      
Mayor McNeill requested Chairman Malcolm Watson be reappointed for a three year term to the Red Springs ABC Board.  Commissioner Duron Burney made a motion to approve the reappointment of Chairman Malcolm Watson to the Red Springs ABC Board for three year term.  Mayor Pro Tem Caroline Sumpter second.  All voted unanimously.  

Presentation

Chicken Ordinance

Mayor McNeill introduced Chief Ammons to address these issues: (1) the Chicken Ordinances, (2) Town Leash Law, and (3) the current ordinance that addresses stray and running at large animals which poses a threat to the health and safety of the public.  Chief Ammons presented his recommendations for each issue and guidelines to the Board.   The Board suggested Chief Ammons recommendations be referred to the City Attorney Tim Smith to review the guidelines and restrictions and given back to the Board at its regular meeting for consideration.  Commissioner Duron Burney made a motion for the City Attorney Tim Smith to review Chief Ammons guidelines and restrictions and given back to the Board at its regular meeting for consideration.  Commissioner Eula McNeill second.  All voted unanimously. 

Commissioner Duron Burney made a motion for the City Attorney Tim Smith to review Chief Ammons guidelines and requirements concerning the Town Leash Law and given back to the Board at its regular meeting for consideration.  Commissioner Henderson second.  All voted unanimously.

Commissioner Duron Burney motioned that the Board refer the ordinance of stray and running at large animals which poses a threat to the health and safety of the public to the City Attorney Tim Smith to review the guidelines and restrictions and given back to the Board at its regular meeting for consideration.  Commissioner Edward Henderson second.  All voted unanimously. 




Columbarium Landscaping

Mayor McNeill introduced Mr. Keith Taylor of Greenstate Landscape & Nursery from Lumberton, NC.  Mr. Taylor presented to the Board his recommendations and specifications for the beautification of the Alloway Cemetery.  Commissioner Eula McNeill made a motion to move forward and accept the Bid for the Greenstate Landscape & Nursery.  Commissioner Edward Henderson second.  All voted unanimously.

Position Change Request

Human Resource Officer Annette Bryant asked the Board to approve a request made by the Police Chief to change two Police Sergeant Positions to Police Officer positions to allow him to train his employees to promote them internally at which time the position will be changed back to Police Sergeant Positions. Commissioner Duron Burney made a motion to approve the request to change the positions. Commissioner Eula McNeill second. All voted unanimously.

CDBG 10-D-2472

Mayor McNeill proceeded to the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and moved to approve the closing out of the Grant in the Public Hearing section.  Commissioner Edward Henderson made the motion to close out the Grant.  Commissioner Murray McKeithan second.  All voted unanimously.  

El Paso Remodeling

Chairman Ray discussed the remodeling and rezoning of the El Paso Grocery Restaurant, located at the intersection of NC #71 HWY and Old Shannon Road.  Chairman Ray stated the Planning Board recommended the Board to approve the request to rezone from Residential to General Business.  Commissioner Murray McKeithan made the motion to approve the Planning Board request.  Commissioner Edward Henderson second.  All voted unanimously.   

Comments

Mayor Pro Tem Caroline Sumpter and Commissioner Duron Burney thanked everyone for coming to the Board Meeting.    

Commissioner Murray McKeithan thanked everyone and asked everyone to come and support the Cancer Association Fundraiser on September 12, 2017 and help our citizens of Red Springs.

Commissioner Edward Henderson encouraged everyone to support the local Farmers Market and encouraged everyone to prepare for Hurricane Irma.  

Town Manager James Bennett reminded the public of the Jazz in the Park on September 23, 2017 at 6:00PM and also a dinner honoring Commissioner Eula McNeill of 22 years and Mayor McNeill of 42 years of service will be held in their honor at Mariani Restaurant in Pembroke, NC on December 9, 2017 and asking for a $30 donation for the cause and not a dime of the Town’s money will go toward this event.  

Mayor Pro Tem Caroline Sumpter moved to go into closed session.  Commissioner Eula McNeill second the motion.  All voted unanimously.

Commissioner Eula McNeill made motion to open the session.  Commissioner Edward Henderson second.  All voted unanimously.
