BOARD MEETING
MINUTES

TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 6, 2011

The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, September 6, 2011 at 8:00 p.m. in the Town Council Room at Town Hall.

Mayor John M. McNeill declared the Public Hearing open for a request for a Conditional Use Permit under Article V, Section 3, Residence, Item d-6, Hospital, Convalescent Homes and Nursing Homes located at 302 Mt. Tabor Road, Red Springs, NC.  The purpose of this request is to allow the construction of a Medical Clinic – 9,200 sq. ft. on 8.39 acres.

A representative from Southeastern Regional Medical Center spoke in favor of the request.


No one spoke against.  Mayor McNeill declared the Public Hearing closed.

Mayor McNeill declared the Public Hearing open for a request from William C. McNeill for a Conditional Use Permit under Article V, Section 2, (Agriculture/Residence) Item d.3, Mobile Home Parks.  The purpose of this request is to open and operate a Mobile Home Park located on Johnson Road, Red Springs, NC under the name of Green Acres Mobile Home Park.


William C. McNeill spoke in favor of the request.  No one spoke against.  Mayor McNeill declared the Public Hearing closed.

Mayor McNeill called the meeting to order and Commissioner Murray McKeithan opened the meeting with a prayer.

Commissioner Linda McQueen Mack made a motion to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held on Tuesday, August 1, 2011.  Commissioner David Shook seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Mayor McNeill stated that no one was present for the Public Input Session

Chilton Rogers from the Rural Center gave a very informative presentation update on the STEP Program and how it works.  Mayor McNeill commended the whole group for what they are doing.

Chief Ron Patterson introduced two new police officers – Jerry Jones and Charles McMillan
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Commissioner E.H. Alexander made a motion to approve the comprehensive plan for the electric system including the cost of study.  Commissioner Linda McQueen Mack seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Commissioner E.H. Alexander made a motion to follow the recommendation from the Planning Board to approve the request from Southeastern Medical Center for a Conditional Use Permit under Article V, Section 3, Residence, Item d.6, Hospital, Convalescent Homes and Nursing Homes located at 302 Mt. Tabor Road, Red Springs, NC.  The purpose of the request is to allow the construction of a Medical Clinic, - 9,200 sq. ft. on 8.39 acres.  Commissioner Linda McQueen Mack seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
 Commissioner E.H. Alexander made a motion to follow the recommendation from the Planning Board to approve the request from William C. McNeill for a Conditional Use Permit under Article V, Section 2, (Agriculture/Residence) Item d.3, Mobile Home Park.  The purpose of this request is to open and operate a Mobile Home Park located on Johnson Road, Red Springs, NC under the name of Green Acres Mobile Home Park.  Commissioner Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to approve a Proclamation for the Robeson County Church and Community Center Day “Impacting and Changing the Lives for 42 Years”.  Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  Commissioner E.H. Alexander called for the question.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Linda McQueen Mack made a motion to approve a Contractural Agreement between the Town and Fire Inspector – Richard B. Cummings.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Murray McKeithan made a motion to appoint Commissioners Eula C. McNeill and E.H. Alexander to Local Firefighters’ Relief Fund Board.  Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to approve the reappointment of Malcolm Watson to serve another 3-year term as Chairman to the ABC Board.  Commissioner David Shook seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner E.H. Alexander made a motion to approve the Wellness Initiative Participation Agreement through the North Carolina League of Municipalities.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
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Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve the Releases/Refunds Requests.  Commissioner Linda McQueen Mack seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Commissioner Murray McKeithan made a motion to go into Closed Session to discuss legal and personnel issues.  Commissioner Linda McQueen Mack seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.  Upon returning from Closed Session, Commissioner Ed Henderson made a motion to go back into Regular Session.  Commissioner David Shook seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

There being no further business to be discussed, Mayor McNeill, with the concurrence of the Commissioners, adjourned the meeting.
