MINUTES
TUESDAY, JANUARY 7, 2020
7:00 P.M.

The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met for their monthly board meeting on Tuesday, January 7, 2020 at 7:00 p.m. at Town Hall.

Mayor Edward Henderson welcomed everyone to the meeting and called the meeting to order. Pastor Randy Galbreath, Jesus Loves You Crusade Outreach Ministry, Incorporated Church, 308 Hubert McLean Avenue, Red Springs, NC  28377 was asked to give the Invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Public Input
Mayor Edward Henderson asked if there was anyone signed up for the Public Input Session and Town Clerk Barbara McColl reported that Renet McQueen was signed up for the Public Input Session.  Ms. Renet and the youth did a presentation and thanked the Board of Commissioners for the use of the Farmer’s Market for the Youth Workshop Program. The youth also presented the board with a card and a photo of all the youth to be placed at Town Hall.
Consent Agenda
Mayor Henderson asked the board to accept the Consent Agenda (Items A & B).  Item C – no Budget Amendments were presented at this time. Town Manager Ashburn said they approved the Releases and Refunds except for the request for trash reduction.

Commissioner Sumpter made the motion to approve the Consent Agenda, the Minutes, and Releases and Refunds excluding (Line Item 0407 – request for trash reduction) and Commissioner McKeithan seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Mayor Henderson asked for (Items E – Police Department by Chief Patterson & F – Speed Tables - discussed by Town Manager Ashburn) to be added to the Presentations. 

Commissioner Burney made a motion for (Items E & F) to be added to the Presentations and Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Presentations 

Truck Estimate

At the last board meeting, Town Manager Ashburn made a recommendation to the board to declare the 2004 Water Treatment Plant Truck as a surplus for costly repairs and the board table the discussion for two other estimates and further information. The board asked Town Manager Ashburn and Public Works Director Tim Mauldin to work together to get the two service estimates from Bleeker’s and Bakers Auto Sales in order to move forward on the truck.

Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds made a motion not to spend any more money into the truck but classify the 2004 Water Treatment Plant Truck as a surplus and Commissioner McKeithan seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Town Manager Ashburn said he would like for the board to allow Tim Mauldin and himself to  made two recommendations concerning the 2004 Water Treatment Plant Truck: (1) to make inquiries with the State Bid through the Sheriff’s Association for special pricing vehicles along with warranties for the cost of a new truck, and (2) also to look for a potential cost of a used truck. 

Commissioner Lea’Kes made the motion to allow Town Manager Ashburn and Public Works Director Tim Mauldin to get a State Bid pricing together and  find a replacement for the 2004 Water Treatment Plant Truck and Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.  Commissioners: McKeithan, Sumpter, & Patterson, and (1) Opposed the motion:  Commissioner Burney.

Industrial Park Name Change

James Freeman discussed the advantages of today’s economy to bring New Business and New Innovations into our Community. The board requested Town Attorney Smith to look over the matter for further clarification before voting on the matter. 

Commissioner Burney made a motion to Table the Industrial Park Name Change and requested the Town Attorney Smith to research the project and Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.
  
Bucket Truck Purchase

The board was given the information on the Electric Department Bucket Truck that the Town of Laurinburg, NC was offering to sell to our Red Springs Electric Department a Bucket Truck for $5,500 in great condition.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to purchase the $5,500 Bucket Truck for the Electric Department and Commissioner Lea’Kes and all voted in favor of the motion.

Tax Collection Contract

Town Manager Ashburn discussed the Tax Collection Contract with the board stating that there was $900,000 as of 2018, and in order to move forward with the abandon properties we will have to move forward with foreclosures to resolve the problem.  Commissioner Burney asked Attorney Smith, “What was his opinion of the contract, and Attorney Smith stated he had not read it but would need time to read over the contract?”

Commissioner Burney made a motion to Table the Tax Collection Contract until the next board meeting to give Town Attorney Smith time to read over the contract and Commissioner Lea’Kes seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Police Department Budget

Chief Patterson discussed with the board that he would like to hire five officers and because of much use of overtime his salary budget would not support the hiring of the five officers to finish out the year.  The board asked Town Manager Ashburn and Finance Director McFarland to meet and give a detailed review of the budget to see how many officers could be hired without amending the budget.

Speed Table 

A list of requested Speed Table locations were presented to the board and during the discussion the board also added two Speed Tables on Phillips Avenue.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to continue on with the work with the Speed Table List and add (2) Speed Tables on Phillips Avenue and Commissioner McKeithan seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds made the motion to give Police Chief Patterson the Health Insurance Payments required upon his retirement and Commissioner McKeithan seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner McKeithan made the motion to allot Town Manager Ashburn a 5% increase retroactive on his anniversary on February 2019 and Commissioner Patterson seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Sumpter made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Commissioner Lea’Kes seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.
