
RED SPRINGS BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS MEETING
MINUTES
TUESDAY, OCTOBER 4, 2016
7:00 PM

The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met in a special meeting on Tuesday, October 4, 2016 at 7:00 PM in Council Chambers at the Town Hall.

Present:	Mayor John M. McNeill; Mayor Pro Tem Caroline Sumpter; Commissioners Duron Burney, Edward Henderson, Shearlie McBryde and Eula McNeill, Town Manager James Bennett and Finance Director Kathy Pittman.



Mayor John M. McNeill opened the meeting and welcomed everyone. Commissioner Duron Burney had to invocation which was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

PUBLIC INPUT

Mayor McNeill asked if anyone was signed up for the Public Input Session and Town Attorney Neil Yarborough stated there were two, DeAndre Gillespie and Elma Patterson. Mayor McNeill explained the Public Input Session procedures to those in attendance.

Mayor McNeill reviewed the list of items on the Consent Agenda and explained the Consent Agenda to those in attendance.  Mayor Pro Tem Caroline Sumpter made a motion to adopt items A – E on the Consent Agenda. Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion. All voted in favor.

Presentations
Mayor John M. McNeill presented Deacon Juan Vicent with the October, 2016 Citizen of the Month Award and presented to him a framed proclamation in appreciation for all he does to the Town of Red Springs.

Larry Anderson of Anderson Engineering, P.A. explained the Advertisement Bid process for the Farmer’s Market as required by USDA. Mr. Anderson stated that the bids were to open on November 17, 2016 and there is a mandatory pre-bid conference on November 3, 2016 at 10:00 AM.
Property for Sale
Three properties for sales were presented for board approval. 
	Property #1 – 147 Brigman St. was given to the town by Robeson County;
Property #2 – 511 W 4th Ave. was signed over to the town by Power of Attorney of the property;
Property #3 – 515 W. 4th Ave – town is seeking to acquire this property due to non-payment of back taxes.

James Bennett, Town Manager, was instructed to work with Neil Yarborough, Town Attorney regarding Property #3.

Commissioner Eula McNeill made a motion to approve the sale of the two properties owned by the town. Mayor Pro Tem seconded the motion. All voted in favor.

FINANCING FOR TOWN PROJECTS
Information for the financing of the Town Projects was not available at the time of packet preparation, however, Commissioner McNeill made a motion to move forward with BB&T financing for Smart Metering. Commissioner Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

APPOINTMENTS TO COMMITTEES
A. Farmer’s Market Committee  -  The Mayor asked the board if they wish to continue the Farmer’s Market Committee and the board expressed their desire to continue the committee.  Mayor McNeill asked that names for this committee be presented at the November 1, 2016 board meeting.

B. Cemetary Committee  -  Per Neil Yarborough, Town Attorney the Cemetary Committee is not needed. Mayor McNeill stated that the Red Springs does  not have a perpetual care cemetery and the town spends a great deal of funds each year for upkeep.  The Town Attorney may abolish the committee.
Commissioner Edward Henderson made a motion to abolish the Cemetary Committee. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Burney.  All voted in favor.
