BOARD MEETING

TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 1, 2011

The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, November 1, 2011 at 8:00 p.m. in the Town Council Room at Town Hall.

Mayor John M. McNeill called the meeting to order and asked Commissioner Linda McQueen Mack             to open the meeting with a prayer.

Mayor McNeill asked the Town Clerk if anyone had signed up for the Public Input Session:

Mayor McNeill introduced Joann Anderson, President and CEO of Southeastern Regional Medical Center. The new facility will combine two existing clinics and will enable the medical center to offer more services.
