Public Input
Mayor Edward Henderson asked if there was anyone signed up for the Public Input Session and Town Clerk Barbara McColl reported that there was no one signed up for the Public Input Session.
Public Hearing – (G.S. 160-A-384) Conditional Use Permit for Restoration Assembly of God Church Cemetery

Mayor Henderson asked if Chairman Wilson Ray would come and give some information on the Public Hearing for the Planning Board. Chairman Ray stated that the purpose of the meeting was to consider a request for a Conditional Use Permit to allow Restoration Assembly of God Church to put a Cemetery in a Residential Agricultural District with parcel # (17060101903) located on Old Lowery Road, Red Springs, NC. 
Mr. Joseph Jones/Administrator of the Cemetery spoke for the Restoration Assembly of God Church Cemetery and explained to the board their plans for the cemetery. 
Mayor Henderson asked of anyone else would like to speak for or against the cemetery at this Public Hearing and Mayor Henderson declared the Public Hearing closed.
 Consent Agenda
Town Manager David Ashburn asked that the board would separate (Item C) from the Consent Agenda) because it is a Budget Amendment with a Resolution Attached.  

Mayor Henderson asked the board to accept (Items A & B) on the Consent Agenda and hold (Item C) for further discussion.  

Commissioner Lea’Kes made a motion to approve (Items A & B) on the Consent Agenda and Commissioner Sumpter seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion. 

Town Manage Ashburn explained (Item C) and read to the board concerning the Budget Amendment along with the Resolution attached to appropriate funding for the lease payment on the Digger Derrick Truck. 

Mayor Pro Tem McKeithan made the motion to approve the Budget Amendment BA#2019-11-05-01 and the Attached Resolution and Commissioner Patterson seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Conditional Use Permit for Restoration Assembly of God Church Cemetery
Chairman Ray reviewed the plans for the board concerning the church cemetery and said the Planning Board recommends that the church must meet the following Statement of Conditions:
(1) Must have a Chain Link Fence across the front and the Main Entrance will have an Oval   
      Shape Entrance of the Church’s Name across the middle gate and must be completed as 
      described by 12 months.

(2) The Parking Area Driveway must be paved within 12 months.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to accept the recommendations of the Planning Board along with the conditions to allow the Conditional Use Permit for the Restoration Assembly of God Church Cemetery and Commissioner Lea’Kes seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Town Audit
Stewart Hill reviewed the results of the audit and was very complimentary of the Finance Department and town support of the employees.  He acknowledged that the town had dramatically turned around its financial affairs and that Town Manager Ashburn and the Finance Department had moved forward and implementing procedures for correcting the deficiency issues noted in the audit. 

The Town Audit was submitted to the Local Government Commission (LBG) on time for the first time in remembered history and all comments by the commissions were positive and all the Board of Commissioners thanked the auditors and the town employees.
