BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS MEETING
MINUTES

TUESDAY, DECEMBER 6, 2011

The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, December 6, 2011 at 8:00 p.m. at Town Hall.

Mayor John M. McNeill recognized Judge John Carter who administered the Oath of Office to Mayor John M. McNeill and to Commissioners David Shook, Duron Burney and Robert Hollingsworth

Commissioner David Shook made a motion to select Commissioner Duron Burney as Mayor Pro Tem for a 2-year term ending November, 2013.  Commissioner Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Mayor McNeill asked the Town Clerk if anyone had signed up for the Public Input Session.

He stated that he was a former Town Commissioner for 12 years and mayor pro tem for four years, and congratulated the newly elected commissioners for their campaigns.  Mr. Ray’s advice to the new commissioners was based on “wisdom, research and being a citizen of Red Springs.

Mayor McNeill called the meeting to order and asked Commissioner Eula C. McNeill to open the meeting with a prayer.

Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on November 1, 2011.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
