RED SPRINGS BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS MEETING
MINUTES
TUESDAY, DECEMBER 4, 2018
7:00 P.M.

The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met for their monthly board meeting on Tuesday, December 4, 2018 at 7:00 p.m. at Town Hall.
Present:	Mayor Edward Henderson; Mayor Pro Tem Murray McKeithan: Commissioners Duron Burney, Caroline Sumpter, Shearlie McBryde, Elma Patterson; Neal Lea’Kes, Town Manager David Ashburn and Town Clerk Barbara McColl.

Absent:	Town Attorney Tim Smith

Mayor Henderson welcomed everyone to the meeting and called the meeting to order.  Mayor Henderson asked Pastor Matthew Jones, Red Springs, NC 29377 to give the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Public Input
Mayor Henderson asked if anyone was signed up for the Public Input Session and Town Clerk Barbara McColl reported that there were four signed up to speak for Public Input:  Deacon Lee Galbreath, James Wade, James Tew and Lagretha Graham.  Town Manager Ashburn read the procedures for the Public Hearing.  
Public Hearing 
(1) Request for Conditional Use – Mrs. Paulette Locklear Davis wants to place a Mausoleum on the property she owns located at 177 Flowers Farm Road, Red Springs, NC 28377.
Mayor Henderson asked if there was anyone who would like to speak for the Mausoleum and Mrs. Davis spoke for the project.

Mayor Henderson asked if there was anyone to speak against this project and Glostoria Locklear was opposes to putting the mausoleum on the property.

 Mayor Henderson declared the Public Hearing closed at this time.

(2) Request for Conditional Use – Pastor Matthew Jones wants to build a church on a 3.18 acre plot on Hwy 710 1 mile south of Town of Red Springs.

Mayor Henderson asked if there was anyone who would like to speak for this project and Pastor Jones spoke for the project.

Mayor Henderson asked if there was anyone to speak against the project and obtaining a Conditional Use Permit for this property.  No one spoke against.

Mayor Henderson declared the Public Hearing closed at this time.

Consent Agenda

Mayor Henderson asked the board to make a motion to approve the consent agenda.  Commissioner Sumpter made a motion to take each item separately and Commissioner Burney seconded the motion and all vote in favor of the motion.

(1) Item A-  Releases and Refunds – Commissioner Sumpter made a motion to approve only for meter over reads, reading error, water leaks, sewer adjustments, water and electricity and billing errors for December, 2018 and Commissioner Lea’Kes seconded the motion and (5) voted for the motion and (1) opposed.  

(2) Item B - Minutes - Mayor Pro Tem McKeithan made the motion to approve the minutes and Commissioner Sumpter seconded the motion and voted in favor of the consent agenda. 

(3) Item C -  Budget Amendments – (1) BA#2018-11-28-18 & (2) BA#2018-19-12-03 Commissioner Burney made the motion to approve both Budget Amendments and Mayor Pro Tem McKeithan seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Presentations

Conditional Use Permits
(1) Chairman Wilson Ray added that Mrs. Paulette L. Davis wants a Conditional Use permit to place a Mausoleum on the family property she owns located on 177 Flowers Farm Road, Red Springs, NC 28377.  The Planning Board recommended approving the Conditional Use Permit for Mrs. Davis and allowing her to place the Mausoleum on her property under the condition that she applies all conditions required of her by County and State Regulations and use the Parcel number for the address.
Commissioner Burney made a motion to accept the decision of the Planning Board and Commissioner Sumpter seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.
 (2) Chairman Ray said Pastor Matthew Jones wants to build a new church – Restoration Assembly of God Church on a 3.18 acre plot in an Agriculture Residential area on Hwy 710 1 mile South of Town with Parcel # (17060101903) in an Agriculture Residential District.  Chairman Ray said this church is permitted under the zoning ordinance and the board has to decide on what conditions are needed for the maintenance and operation of the church. The Planning Board recommended to the Board to approve the church with the stipulation that the church meet the following Statement of Conditions:
(1) Must meet all State and County Highway Entrance Regulations and Setback Requirements.
(2) Must have a Flood Zone and Zone Elevation Certificate.
(3) Must meet all Regulatory Parking Requirements.
Commissioner Burney made a motion to accept the Planning Board’s recommendation on the Conditional Use Permit to build the new church and Mayor Pro Tem McKeithan seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Policy Manual Update

Town Manager Ashburn gave the Board an updated Policy Manual along with the changes the Board requested.  

Meter Reading Policy

Town Manager Ashburn gave the Board a Meter Reading Policy that states the steps the employees in the field must follow when reading the meters that can be adopted by the board.  

Commissioner Burney made a motion to table for later for next month’s agenda discussion and Commissioner Patterson seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.  

Credit Card Machine

Town Manager Ashburn gave the Board the following information:  (1) To offer the customer a Credit Card Machine to be used for Utility payments, (2) Customer can have the option to pay the bill online and (3) Customers can have use of an (800) number to call and talk to someone to pay online.

Commissioner Sumpter made the motion to approve the Credit Card Machine for Town Hall with stipulations and have the Attorney to read over the contract before signing and Commissioner Patterson seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Time Card Machine

Town Manager Ashburn presented to the board some Time Card Machine information and the board extended the option until the next meeting to look at other Brands.

Commissioner Burney made a motion and amended the motion to table this item until January’s board meeting to give the board a chance to compare other options and Commissioner Lea’Kes and (5) Voted for and (1) Opposed.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to move the next Board Meeting to January 3, 2019 and Commissioner Lea’kes seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Burney made a motion go into closed session and Commissioner Sumpter seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.
Commissioner Burney made a motion to go back into open session and Mayor Pro Tem Murray McKeithan second the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.
Commissioner Burney made the motion that starting in February, 2019 that the billing will be on the 10th bills due by the 25th, late charge on the 5th of March, 2019 and Cut off on the 15th of March, 2019 and Commissioner Lea’Kes seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.
