Commissioner Sumpter made the motion to pay the Past Due Invoices and Commissioner Patterson seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Police Department 

Police Chief Patterson spoke to the board about needing more Police Department Vehicles.  Chief Patterson stated the standards of ten vehicles are starting to go bad, they are approaching about ten years in usage, and the mileage on some are over 100,000 miles.

Chamber Utility Bill

Town Manager Ashburn stated that the Chamber of Commerce asked to move this topic to the next month’s agenda to finish gathering information to present to the board.

Commissioner Burney made the motion to table until the next board meeting and Mayor Pro Tem McKeithan seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Space Heaters

Commissioner Burney discussed the ten Space Heaters that were given out to the city by the Robeson County Disaster Recovery Committee.  He said they were given to the town to be distributed to the citizens of Red Springs and the committee asked that the citizens sign a Release of Liability Form clearing the Town of Red Springs of any liability.  All ten of the Space Heaters have been given out to the citizens of Red Springs and all forms have been signed.

American Indian Mothers

Town Manager Ashburn spoke to the board on behalf of the American Indian Mothers.  He said the American Indian Mothers wants the town to consider a sponsorship for their non-profit organization.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to table the sponsorship of the American Indian Mothers until further information from the Town Attorney Tim Smith and Commissioner Sumpter seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.
