The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met for their monthly board meeting on Tuesday, May 5, 2020 at 7:00 p.m. at Town Hall.

Mayor Henderson opened the monthly Livestream Board Meeting and welcomed everyone to the meeting then called the meeting to order. Commissioner Duron Burney was asked to give the Invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor Pro Tem Edmond made a motion to accept and approve the Resolution Loan Resolution Accepting the Conditions set forth in the First Amendment for the, dated May 5, 2020 to the Original Letter of Conditions dated July 31, 2018 from United States Department of Agriculture (USDA), Rural Development for the Town of Red Springs Water Plant Amount of the Loan totaling $766,000.00 and the Amount of the Grant $1,746,000.00 and Commissioner McKeithan seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.
