Mayor McNeill introduced Mr. Shelton Hill, Director of SEATS (South East Area Transit 
System.)  Mr. Hill stated that SEATS is the primary provider of human service and general 
public transportation in Robeson County.  SEATS will provide service to employment, UNC-
Pembroke, Robeson Community College, grocery shopping and medical appointments – even 
service to family and friends in the county.  Anyone who lives in the county can ride SEATS.  
The fee is $2.00 per day.  Children under twelve years of age must be accompanied by an 
adult.  SEATS does not provide school bus transportation.  The Mayor asked Mr. Hill if he 
would schedule some time with our town  manager and his staff to discuss exactly the 
mechanics of what you do and perhaps jointly, we might be able to come up with ways that 
we could more efficiently help some of our citizens in Red Springs and also communicate 
through the various media or through the Town’s website.  Shelton Hill stated that he 
certainly would like to and that presently they are serving Red Springs now 3-12 days with the 
Town’s dialysis clinic.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill asked the Mayor if she and Commissioner 
David Shook as coordinators of the Seniors Citizens program in Red Springs, to be included 
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with Mr. Bennett and his staff for the meeting with Mr. Hill.  The Town Manager asked Mr. Hill if May 15, 2013 would suit his schedule as far as having a morning meeting with Commissioner 
Eula C. McNeill and Commissioner David Shook. Mr. Hill replied that he would get back to the manager after checking his schedule.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill stated that she would like the meeting scheduled in the early morning, if possible.
Mayor McNeill recognized Willie Goodyear, a former employee for over 30 years with the Town.

Commissioner Eula C. The Board wanted the manager to get information on the Beaver Contract and discuss at the May 21st Budget Workshop to be considered in the 2013-2014 FY Budget.  
Commissioner Edward Henderson made a motion to renew the contract for $12,500 with Thompson, Price, Scott, Adams & Co., P.A. to audit the budget accounts for 2012-2013 FY Budget.  Commissioner David Shook seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Town Manager James Bennett stated that the Farmers Market will have its grand opening on Friday, June 14, 2013 at 9:00 a.m.
The Town Manager stated that Rebecca Vesey with the MAPS group will be at Town Hall on Monday, May 13, 2013 to talk to employees explaining a Salary Study that will be performed in the new budget year.
Town Manager stated that on Saturday, May 11, 2013, the Baptist Men’s Association will build a restroom for the Farmers Market and will also paint the Sanfatex Building.
