MINUTES
TUESDAY, JUNE 2, 2020
7:00 P.M.

The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met for their monthly board meeting on Tuesday, June 2, 2020 at 7:00 p.m. at Town Hall.
Present:	Mayor Edward Henderson; Mayor Pro Tem Chris Edmonds; Commissioners: Murray McKeithan, Caroline Sumpter, Duron Burney, Elma Patterson, and Neal Lea’kes.
Staff:               Town Manager David Ashburn, Town Clerk Barbara McColl, Town Attorney Tim Smith, and Finance Director Sharon McFarland.

Mayor Henderson opened the monthly Livestream Board Meeting and welcomed everyone to the meeting then called the meeting to order. Commissioner Neal Lea’kes was asked to give the Invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Public Input
Mayor Edward Henderson asked if there was anyone that requested any information for the Public Input Session and Town Clerk McColl reported that there were no Public Input Session comments sent in from the Livestream Network. 
Public Hearing for Budget FY2020/2021
Mayor Edward Henderson asked if there was anyone that requested any information for the Public Hearing Budget FY2020/2021 and Town Clerk McColl reported that there were no Public Hearing Session comments sent in from the Livestream Network and Mayor Henderson declared the Public Hearing Closed. 
Consent Agenda
Mayor Henderson appealed to the board for the Consent Agenda and Minutes for May 5th and May 19th. Mayor Henderson also noted there were (2) additional Budget Amendments to be added to the Consent Agenda: BA#2020-06-02-04 and BA#2020-06-02-05 and Mayor asked the board to make a motion. Commissioner Sumpter asked for clarification on the Releases/ Refunds and Finance Director McFarland offered her assistance.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to Table and remove account #6864 from the consent agenda of the Electrical Releases/Refunds for further clarification and Commissioner McKeithan seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion. 

Commissioner McKeithan made a motion to accept the Consent Agenda to include Budget Amendments BA#2020-05-05-01 thru BA#2020-05-05-05 and to exclude the Electrical Releases/Refunds account #6864 and Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Presentations

A.  Library

Katie Fountain/Robeson County Director of Public Library appealed to the board for an increase of $1,420.00 in funding to cover Operational Expenses at the Red Springs Public Library. 

B.  Resource Institute Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) 

Town Manager Ashburn responded to the board concerning an Environmental Grant Project for the Town of Red Springs to work with the Resources Institute, Inc to get a grant to help clean out the Red Springs Little Raft Swamp to eliminate heavy flooding within the town. Town Manager Ashburn asked the board to accept the Resource Institute Memorandum of Understanding Agreement (MOU) so that we can move forward with this project. 

Commissioner Burney made a motion to accept the Resource Institute Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) Agreement between Resource Institute, Inc. and the Town of Red Springs to work together to help clean out the Red Springs Little Raft Swamp to eliminate heavy flooding within the town and Commissioner Lea’kes seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

C.  After School Camp 

Town Manager Ashburn talked to the board concerning Communities in Schools of Robeson County requesting to use the John McNeill Farmer’s Market for the purpose of a Summer Camp for students at Red Springs High School at no charge. Town Manager Ashburn had concerns about the summer camp because of the restrictions under the Governor’s Executive Order #138 for spacing, cleaning, and all other Covid-19 restrictions. 

Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds made a motion to give Town Manager Ashburn the authority to decide if the After-School Camp can use the Farmer’s Market and meet all the requirements outlined with restrictions under the Governor’s Executive Order #138 which includes: Spacing, Cleaning restrictions, Liabilities, and the board’s right to cancel if Communities in Schools of Robeson County don’t comply and meet all the requirements of Covid-19 restrictions. Town Manager Ashburn will communicate with the board to inform that these requirements and restrictions have been met by the next board meeting on July 7th and Commissioner Lea’kes seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

D.  Social Media

Town Manager appealed to the board for Herman Perkins from the North Carolina Archive Social Media to request to monitor our Town’s Facebook page for maintaining safety and keeping our Social Media Public Records for a monthly fee. The board asked Town Attorney Tim Smith to bring further clarification to the Social Media Archive matter. 

E.  Pastor Oxendine and Church Graveyard

Town Manager Ashburn appealed to the board for Pastor Donald Oxendine requests to purchase several adjacent plats at a discount of the Town’s land for the Church Graveyard. 

Commissioner Burney made a motion to Table Pastor Oxendine’s request to purchase several plats of the Town of Red Spring’s land at a discount for the Church Graveyard until the July 7th board meeting and Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

F.  July 4th Festival

Town Manager Ashburn made a request to the board to cancel the July 4th Festival due to the Covid-19 Pandemic.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to cancel the July 4th Festival due to the Covid-19 Pandemic and Commissioner McKeithan and all voted in favor of the motion.

G.  Robeson Community College Agreement

Town Manager Ashburn asked the board to approve the Robeson Community College Agreement to rent the Town’s American Legion Building for classes. 

Commissioner Burney made a motion to approve the Robeson Community College Agreement and Commissioner Sumpter seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

H.  Budget

Town Manager Ashburn asked the board of commissioners to adopt the Budget and voiced that he would answer any questions the board may have concerning the budget.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to hold another Workshop Budget Meeting before approving the Budget on Monday, June 8th at 6:00 P.M. and Commissioner Patterson seconded the motion, and all voted in favor of the motion.
