Consent Agenda

Presentations

Day of Hope Community Concert

Mayor Henderson introduced Glenda Collins to speak for the Day of Hope Community Concert, but she was not in attendance.

Robeson County Disaster Recovery

Mayor Henderson introduced Executive Director Cassandra Campbell of Robeson County Disaster Recovery Committee, Incorporated to speak on aid for people that are still recovering from Hurricane Matthew and Hurricane Florence and have not received the help that they need to move forward. Ms. Campbell said Robeson County Disaster Recovery is a long-term recovery group that will help to reach out to people that are still in need of help long after the disasters have passed.




Community Wellness/Youth Workshop

Town Manager Ashburn and Ms. McQueen came together to plan concerning the insurance liability of the town and usage of the Farmer’s Market. They both decided to draw up a contract stating that Ms. McQueen will be responsible for the clean-up and restore the former state of the facility at whatever time she is using the Farmer’s Market.  Town Manager asked the board to enter into the Contract of Agreement between the town and Ms. McQueen for usage of the facility.   

Commissioner Burney made a motion to enter into a Contract of Agreement with Ms. McQueen for usage of the Farmer’s Market to conduct a Youth Workshop for ages 4 to 18 and Mayor Pro Tem McKeithan seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

North Carolina Department of Transportation Engineers (NCDOT)

Liam Hogan Rivera of the North Carolina Department of Transportation Engineers (NCDOT) gave a PowerPoint presentation on the County Comprehensive Transportation Plan (CTP) for the Robeson County area. Ms. Rivera stated the Federal legislation requires states to develop statewide long-range transportation plans and the purpose of the CTP Plan is to determine transportation needs based on provisions, expected population and employment growth for streets and highways. She said they will be doing an evaluation in the Pembroke and Red Springs area and they will need an approval from the board to move forward with the CTP plan for the Red Springs area.

Commissioner Burney made the motion to accept the Comprehensive Transportation Plan and Commissioner Patterson seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Auditor Contract

Mayor Pro Tem McKeithan made a motion to approve the Thompson, Price, Scott, Adams & Company, PA, Auditor Contract for FY2018/2019 and Commissioner Lea’Kes seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Fire Fees

The board was presented with a Fire Fee Ordinance to allow Fire Fees to be charged for services rendered.  The board had some discussions and tabled the issue at this time.

Commissioner Sumpter made the motion to Table the Fire Fees Ordinance for more clarification on the issue and Mayor Pro Tem McKeithan seconded the motion.
