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RED SPRINGS BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS MEETING 
MINUTES

The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met for their monthly board meeting on Tuesday, July 7, 2020 at 7:00 p.m. at Town Hall.
Present:	Mayor Edward Henderson; Mayor Pro Tem Chris Edmonds; Commissioners: Murray McKeithan, Caroline Sumpter, Duron Burney, Elma Patterson, and Neal Lea’kes.
Staff:               Town Manager David Ashburn, Town Clerk Barbara McColl, Town Attorney Tim Smith, and Finance Director Sharon McFarland.

Mayor Henderson opened the monthly Livestream Board Meeting and welcomed everyone to the meeting then called the meeting to order. Commissioner Caroline Sumpter was asked to give the Invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Public Input
Mayor Edward Henderson asked if there was anyone that requested any information for the Public Input Session and Town Clerk McColl reported that there were no Public Input Session comments sent in from the Livestream Network. 
Consent Agenda
[bookmark: _Hlk45197415]Mayor Henderson gave the floor to Town Manager Ashburn to discuss the Budget Amendments (1) Funding the Mulching Project/ BA#2021-07-07-01/$138,000.00 and the (2) new Budget  Amendments: (1) BA#2021-07-07-02/COVID-19 $10,000.00 & (2) BA#2021-07-07-03/Insurance proceeds $11,712.50.

Mayor Henderson appealed to the board to make a motion to approve the Consent Agenda for June 2nd and June 8, 2020.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to accept the Consent Agenda and add the (2) new Budget Amendments: BA#2021-07-07-02/COVID-19 $10,000.00 & BA#2021-07-07-03/Insurance Proceeds $11,712.50 and Commissioner Lea’kes seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion. 

Presentations

A.  Introduction of Chief Brent Adkins

Town Manager Ashburn introduced the Town’s new Chief of Police Brent Adkins to the board and added that Chief Brent had a strong working knowledge of the Town of Red Springs and has already hit the ground strong and solid moving in a positive direction. 
Chief Adkins then thanked the board for allowing him the opportunity to serve the citizens and community of Red Springs.  

Town Manager Ashburn shared with the board an end of the year financial update and Mayor Henderson said the Local Government Commission (LGC) was well pleased with the decisions that we have made as a town and as a board over the past twelve months and how much our finances have improved. Mayor Henderson also added that the LGC voted to allow us to and receive the bond and move forward with building the water plant.  

B.  Social Media     

In the last board meeting Town Manager appealed to the board for Herman Perkins from the North Carolina Archive Social Media to request to monitor our Town’s Facebook page for maintaining safety and keeping our Social Media Public Records for a monthly fee. Town Attorney Tim Smith enquire into the Social media request and said he did not see a need to pursue this service because the town’s Social Media is already covered under our General Liability Policy. 

Commissioner Burney made a motion to not accept the Social Media Contract with Herman Perkins/North Carolina Archive Social Media and Commissioner Patterson seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion. 

C.  USDA Short Term Loan 

Town Manager Ashburn asked the board to approve and vote on: (1) Supplemental Bond Order and Series Resolution Authorizing and Providing for the Issuance of up to $2,966,000.00/Water and Sewer Revenue Bonds and (2) Resolution Approving Interim Construction Financing for the Water System Improvement Project.  

Commissioner Burney made the motion to accept: (1) Supplemental Bond Order and Series Resolution Authorizing and providing for the Issuance of up to $2,966,000.00/Water and Sewer Revenue Bonds and (2) the Resolution Approving Interim Construction Financing for Water System Improvement Project and Commissioner Sumpter seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

D.  IPADS

Town Manager Ashburn explained to the board that Commissioner Burney sent a request concerning acquiring IPADS for the Mayor and the Commissioner’s. Town Manager Ashburn also explained the cost and the fees of the IPADS to the board and said there is money in the Legislative Budget for it.  The board decided to come back to this matter at a later date. 

E.  Tredegar Building

Town Manager Ashburn addressed the status of the Tredegar Building and the Serioplast US LLC. Company establishing production operations and creating 46 new jobs here in Red Springs.
 
Town Manager Ashburn also added that we have received a payoff from the insurance company 
on the Damaged Utility Water/Sewer Truck that was totaled and asked the board to replace it with a new vehicle. The board ask Town Manager Ashburn to follow up with Bleeker and when he had answers about the truck, he will send out electronic ballots for the board to vote on whether to purchase the truck or not.  

Commissioner Burney made a motion to allow Town Manager Ashburn to move forward with the pricing but no purchasing until he comes back with a price and the board will decide on the replacement of the truck and Commissioner Lea’kes seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion. 

The Manager received (4) votes for the purchase of the truck and Commissioner’s: McKeithan, Patterson, Lea’kes and Mayor Henderson and the rest of the board members: Commissioner Burney, Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds and Sumpter the manager did not receive a yes vote and all voted in favor.
