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 RED SPRINGS BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS MEETING 
MINUTES
TUESDAY, AUGUST 4, 2020
7:00 P.M.

The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met for their monthly board meeting on Tuesday, August 4, 2020 at 7:00 p.m. at Town Hall.
Present:	Mayor Edward Henderson; Mayor Pro Tem Chris Edmonds; Commissioners: Murray McKeithan, Caroline Sumpter, Duron Burney, Elma Patterson, and Neal Lea’Kes.
Staff:               Town Manager David Ashburn, Town Clerk Barbara McColl, Finance Director Sharon McFarland, and Town Attorney Tim Smith.

Mayor Henderson opened the Monthly Livestream Board Meeting and welcomed everyone to the meeting then called the meeting to order. Commissioner Murray McKeithan was asked to give the Invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Public Input
Mayor Edward Henderson asked if there was anyone that requested any information for the Public Input Session and Town Clerk McColl reported that there were no Public Input Session comments sent in from the Livestream Network. 
Consent Agenda
Mayor Henderson appealed to the board to make a motion to accept the Consent Agenda.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to accept the Consent Agenda and Commissioner McKeithan seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion. 

Presentations

A.  Graveyard Lots

Town Manager Ashburn gave the board a map and an outlay of the Town’s Graveyard plats showing the divisions of pieces of land that Pastor Donald Oxendine would like to purchase. Pastor Oxendine stated that the area is below grade and requires building up. Pastor Oxendine conveyed to the board that he would like to purchase a plat for (8) people at a discount price of $1200.00 and any additional plats in the future. 

Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds made a motion to sell the plat for (8) graves at $1,200.00 at Section #190 to Pastor Oxendine and any additional plats in the future on a first come, first serve basis and Commissioner Burney seconded and all voted in favor of the motion.


B.  American Indian Mothers     

Town Manager Ashburn discussed with the board the American Indian Mother’s utility bill and the requested removal of the late fee utility charges added to their bill. Town Manager Ashburn recommended to the board that the utility late fees charges be paid because they never requested to have their utilities turned off.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to follow the recommendations of the Town Manager that the utility late fee charges be paid due to the American Indian Mothers never requesting to have their utilities turned off and Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion. 

C.  Resolutions Grants & Loan 

[bookmark: _Hlk48558404]Town Manager Ashburn asked the board to approve and vote on two resolutions: (1) $500.000.00 grant to fund consulting services for the Little Raft Swamp Project along with other projects and (2) $1,024,604.00 North Carolina Office of Resiliency and Recovery (NCORR) a loan to fund the advancement of Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) claims to that are pending disbursement and expenditures.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to accept the $500.000.00 Resolution Grant to fund consulting services for the Little Raft Swamp Project along with other projects and Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.  
 
Commissioner Burney made a motion to accept the $1,024,604.00 North Carolina Office of Resiliency and Recovery (NCORR) Loan to fund the advancement of Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) claims to that are pending disbursement and expenditures and 
Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion. 

D.  Indoor Air Quality (Asbestos) Policy

Town Manager Ashburn addressed complaints concerning Asbestos in the Police Department and the Courthouse. Town Manager said an inspection was done and all damaged paneling was replaced, and no asbestos was found. The Department of Labor asked Manager Ashburn to put in place an Asbestos Policy on Indoor Air Quality to be placed in the Safety Manual and proceeded to ask the board to adopt the Indoor Air Quality (Asbestos) Policy.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to accept the Indoor Air Quality (Asbestos) Policy and Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion

E.  Surplus Vehicles

Town Manager Ashburn appealed to the board declaring three police Dodge Chargers vehicles for the Police Department for surplus and the 2012 Dodge Charger for trading.  

Commissioner Burney made a motion to approve the three vehicles from the Police Department for surplus and to include the 2012 Dodge Charger and trading upon verification from Town Attorney Smith and Commissioner Patterson seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion. 

F.  Land for Sale

Town Manager voiced to the board concerning property that was deeded to the town on Sunset Drive. Town Manager Ashburn made a request to the board to allow him to put it on Dealsgov.com and sell it.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to sell the property that was deeded over to the town and Commissioner Sumpter seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.
 
G.  Police Cars, Sweeper & Grapple Truck Resolutions 

Town Manager communicated to the board to approve (3) Resolutions for the town: (2) New police cars totaling $81,762.40 yearly payments over 5 years, a Street Sweeper, and a Grapple Truck.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to accept the resolution to purchase (2) New Police Cars/Ford Explorers at $81,762.40 and Commissioner McKeithan seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Town Manager Ashburn appealed to the board to approve and accept the resolution of (2) Street Sweepers. The 2010 Street Sweeper will cost $48,000.00 for repairs and the second Street Sweeper is also in the shop for repairs. The second street sweeper will need more repairs on the sweeper part that sweeps the street once finished. Town Manager reported that he would like to surplus both sweepers and put them on dealsgov.com to sell and asked the board to approve the resolution.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to declare the (2) Street Sweepers surplus and add them to dealsgov.com and Commissioner McKeithan seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion. 

Town Manager Ashburn gave the board a photo of the New Grapple Truck and a breakdown of the acquisition and asked the board to approve the resolution. 

Commissioner Burney made a motion to accept the resolution to approve the New Grapple Truck and Commissioner Sumpter seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Closed Session - § 143-318.11.
Commissioner Burney made a motion to go into closed session for personnel reasons and Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Open Session - § 143-318.10.
Commissioner Burney made a motion to go back into open session and Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion. 
Commissioner Burney made a motion to accept the new Office Assistant I position and dissolve the Police Administrative Specialist position for the Police Department and Commissioner Sumpter seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to dissolve the position of the Police Administrative Specialist for the Police Department and Commissioner Lea’Kes seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion. 
Commissioner Burney made a motion to create a New Office Assistant I position and no one second the motion and the motion expired. 
Town Manager Ashburn reminded the board of the importance of this new position for the Police Department and the citizens.
Commissioner Burney made a motion to accept the New Office Assistant I position and Mayor Pro Tem Edmonds seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.
