Mayor John M. McNeill opened the meeting and noted the purpose of the meeting was to hold a Public Hearing for the 2014-2015 Proposed Budget.

PUBLIC HEARING – CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT
Mayor John M. McNeill opened a Public Hearing the 2014-2015 Proposed Budget for the Town of Red Springs.  He asked if there was anyone present to speak concerning the Budget.  Hearing none, Mayor McNeill, Commissioner Eula C. McNeill made a motion to close the Public Hearing.  Mayor Pro Tem Murray McKeithan seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.


Town Manager James Bennett recognized Chief Ronnie Patterson and asked him to talk about the Governor’s Highway Safety Grant for $800,000 that had just been awarded to the Red Springs Police Department.  Chief Patterson noted that the funding was for various organizations in Robeson County such as the Sherriff’s Department, the Lumberton Police Department, and the Fairmont Police Department.  The Governor’s Highway Safety Program would be getting in letting them know how to divide funding between the organizations listed on the Grant.  The Red Springs Police Department will act as the Grant Administrator for the grant.   Commissioner David Shook made a motion to reduce the Auto Tax Revenue by $26,500 and reduce the Street Department payments by $26, 500 to balance the Budget.  Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
