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RED SPRINGS BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS MEETING
MINUTES
TUESDAY, MAY 1, 2018
7:00 P.M.


The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met for their monthly board meeting on Tuesday, May 1, 2018 at 7:00 p.m. at Town Hall.

Mayor Henderson welcomed everyone to the meeting and called the meeting to order.  Mayor Henderson asked Pastor Larry Osbourne, Red Springs Baptist Mission Camp to give the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Mayor Henderson took a moment to ask everyone to lift the Town Manager David Ashburn in prayer which was hospitalized on Sunday, April 29th and taken to Moore Regional Medical Center, Southern Pines, NC for surgery.  Mayor Henderson said Manager Ashburn is doing fine and hopes to be back to fill his chair in the next board meeting.

Public Input
Mayor Henderson asked if anyone was signed up for the Public Input Session and Town Clerk Barbara McColl reported that there was no one signed up to speak tonight.
Public Hearing 
A request of Danielle McCutchen to be granted a variance to allow a Double Wide Mobile Home to be placed in an Agriculture Residential District on Daniel McLeod Road, Red Springs, NC.  No one was there to speak for the variance so the Public Hearing was closed.
Consent Agenda
Mayor Henderson asked the board to make a motion to approve the consent agenda. Commissioner Duron Burney made a motion to approve the consent agenda and Commissioner Neal Lea’Kes second.  All voted in favor of the consent agenda.         
Presentations
Ouda Temple No. 147 Court 151 Proclamation
Mayor Henderson asked if the Ouda Temple No. 147 Oasis of Maxton of North Carolina and Ouda Court No. 151 to come forth to acknowledge and to present them with a Certificate of Appreciation for the many services they provide within the communities for over three decades.  Mayor Henderson read the Town of Red Springs Certificate of Appreciation and said he was proud and pleased to have the Ouda Temple No. 147 as a part of our Red Springs Community and thanked them once again for their outstanding services within the community. 
Resolution For Rural Economic Development Division
Human Resources Officer Annette Bryant discussed the Red Springs Town Commissioners plans to undertake a ten year Economic Development Strategic Plan for the future of the Town of Red Springs to make it a better place.  The project will have a special committee to work with the Economic Development Planner, Bruce Naegelen/ Project Manager for the future and plans of our town.  Commissioner Duron Burney made a motion to accept the Town of Red Springs Economic Development Strategic Planner and the special committee to work with him and Commissioner Elma Patterson second the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.    
Bids on Electric Sign
Human Resources Officer Annette Bryant said that on the last board meeting the board approved the Budget Amendment for the Electric Sign Project.  Town Manager David Ashburn went out and got three bids from Parish Sign & Service, Raeford, NC and he is recommending the town go with the 16 Millimeter Color LED Sign for $23, 924.28.  Commissioner Caroline Sumpter made a motion to go along with Manager Ashburn’s recommendation and Mayor Pro Tem Murray McKeithan second.  All voted in favor of the motion.
  
Bids For the Farmer’s Market
[bookmark: _GoBack]Code Enforcement Officer Ernest Stephens said he met with the engineers and contractors at Anderson Engineering & Associates, P.A. on April 17th, 2018 to open and review the bid packets and upon reviewing the bids for Cornerstone Construction Company it was the lowest bid.  The original bid was $141,768.00 and after upgrading the electrical and changing from OSB (Oriented Strand Board) to durock and reworking the figures the total came to $132,653.00. Commissioner Caroline Sumpter made the motion to approve the bid contract for the 2nd Phase of the Farmer’s Market and Mayor Pro Tem Murray McKeithan second the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.         
Update on Water Plant USDA Funding
Public Works Director Tim Mauldin said that on April 17, 2018 Town Manager Ashburn signed the (PER) Preliminary Engineering Report with the Contractor Engineer Withers/Ravenel to give us options on the new Water Treatment Plant and they narrowed it down to two best options for the town the Membrane Filter #6 and the Conventional Pressure Filter #4 which is the filter we have now.  Mr. Mauldin said the Membrane Filtration – Alternate #6 is the most impressive because it takes out 99.96% of any kind of manmade or biological contaminates and will not allow it to filter through the membrane cell producing purer and cleaner water.  Mr. Mauldin said his recommendation and the Town Manager’s would be to go with the Membrane Filter and no action needs to be taken by the board at this time until reviewed by USDA.

Protective Powell Bill Project
Public Works Director Tim Mauldin said the Protective Powell Bill Project is state allocated money made to Municipalities to have the state of North Carolina fund the building and maintenance of major city streets.  Mr. Tim said he talked with Town Manager Ashburn about the sidewalks around the town that are trip hazards and also the cracks in the streets that need resurfacing.  Mr. Tim said he gave Town Manager Ashburn a list of the direction he would like to go in this new Budget FY2018/2019 for these repairs, and it would also depend on how much money the state would give us.  Mr. Tim asked the Board of they knew of any roads or streets that have cracks in front of homes and to please let him know so he could take a look at them.  
Board of Adjustment
Code Enforcement Officer Ernest Stephens said on April 24, 2018 the Board of Adjustment met to hear a case concerning a request to place a Double Wide Mobile Home on an Agriculture Residential Area on Daniel McLeod Road, and after hearing all of the concerns of the parties that were for and against, the board voted to deny the request because the original zoning is no mobile homes in that area.  Mr. Stephens said the Board of Adjustments need the board to make a ruling to accept or reject the board’s recommendation.  Mayor Pro Tem Murray McKeithan made a motion to accept the recommendation of the Board of Adjustment and Commissioner Shearlie McBryde second the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Property on 116 North Vance Street
Code Enforcement Officer Ernest Stephens said they had a home on 116 North Vance Street, Red Springs, NC that burned and the house is destroyed.  Mr. Ernest said he sent the owner several notices but he did not respond, the owner was put on an abatement, charged him $25.00 per day and then he responded.  He sent Manager Ashburn a letter saying he is not financially able to tear down the house or to acquire mortgage to renovate the property.  The owner said he would be able to help the town do whatever is necessary to help make the property safe.  This includes signing the property deed over to the town at no cost, paying for the transfer of the deed and the closing cost.  Mr. Ernest said the Manager Ashburn thinks that we could get the house torn down for $8,000.00, sale the lot and recoup the money.  Commissioner Caroline Sumpter made the motion to table this item and allow Town Attorney Tim Smith to do a title search and the board will continue this item at the next scheduled board meeting and Commissioner Neal Lea’Kes second the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Town & State Dinner
Human Resources Annette Bryant said the Town & State Dinner 2018 will be held on Tuesday, May 29, 2018 at 5:30 – 8:30 PM at the Raleigh Convention Center.  Mrs. Bryant said she needs to find out the board members that will be attending the event in order to them registered.   
Next Budget Workshop
Mayor Henderson said the board needs to schedule another Budget Workshop Meeting and asked for a motion from the board.  Commissioner Duron Burney made the motion to wait and find out the status of the Town Manager Ashburn who was hospitalized on Sunday, April 29, 2018 and Commissioner Caroline Sumpter second the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
