Youth Workshop

Town Manager Ashburn asked the board to decide to work out some arrangements with Ms. McQueen concerning the insurance liability and use of the Community Building for the Youth Workshop.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to Table the matter until Town Manager Ashburn have a discussion with Ms. McQueen according to town policy and Commissioner Patterson seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Surplus Property

Commissioner Sumpter made a motion to donate the surplus car to the Training Institute and Commissioner Lea’Kes seconded the motion and (1) Opposed – Commissioner Burney (5) voted in favor of the motion: Commissioners: McKeithan, Patterson, Sumpter, Lea’Kes & McBryde.

Budget Proposal FY2019/2020

Town Manager stated it is up to the board to adopt the Budget.  The board decided to take some time and look over the changes  made to complete the Budget Proposal.

The Red Springs Emergency Rescue Squad discussed issues of operation and experiencing financial difficulties.  The Emergency Rescue Squad/Jonathan Prather said one of the difficulties is that the insurance must be paid.  They would like the town to agree to pay the bills submitted by the Rescue Squad as quickly as possible.  Jonathan Prather also stated that paying the insurance should then cover up to April and then he described how they were going to potentially raise the money to support themselves in the future and not ask the town for additional funds.

Commissioner Sumpter made the motion to authorize a Budget Amendment of $53,000 for the Red Springs Emergency Rescue Squad and Mayor Pro Tem McKeithan seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.
