RED SPRINGS BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS MINUTES
TUESDAY, JULY 11, 2017
7:00PM

The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met for their monthly Board meeting session on Tuesday, July 11, 2017 at 7:00 p.m. at Town Hall.

Mayor McNeill welcomed everyone to the meeting and called the meeting to order. 

Public Input

Mayor McNeill asked if there was anyone signed up for public speaking.  Attorney Tim Smith read the procedures of public input and there was one person signed in for public speaking Ms. Lavon Lowery.   

Public Hearing

No one was there to speak for or against changing the zoning on Third Avenue.  Chairman Wilson Ray discussed the Planning Board’s view of Zoning on Third Avenue.  Chairman Wilson told the Board he will give more details in the Presentation.  Mayor McNeill declared the Public Hearing be closed and moved on to the Consent Agenda.

Consent Agenda

Approval of the Minutes for June 6th and 13th Board of Commissioner Meeting.  Commissioner Eula McNeill made a motion to Adopt a Consent Agenda with the exception of changes made on June 13th Board Meeting Minutes to remove items from closed session to open session.  Commissioner McKeithan second.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Presentation

Mayor McNeill stated there will be no need to discuss the Columbarium Alloway Cemetery (Landscape) because Contractor Kimberly Wicker signed the contract.
  
Mayor McNeill introduced David Honeycutt, a Project Manager with McGill Associates, who gave a presentation on Sanitation Sewer System Rehabilitation and has been working to negotiate lower Bids for the Town of Red Springs replacement of sewer pump station in the Mill Village area.  David Honeycutt made the recommendation for the Town of Red Springs to award the Sanitary Sewer System Rehabilitation project to the lower Bid of ELJ, Incorporated in the amount of $1,516,119.87.   Commissioner Henderson made a motion for the Board to award the contract to ELJ, Inc.  Commissioner McKeithan second.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Mayor McNeill introduced Shelia Delacruz for plans to discuss a proposal for a Community Garden at the Farmers Market.  Mrs. Delacruz gave a presentation on plans and outlines of the Community Garden and stated this Community Garden will be able to get the community involved, promote proper nutrition, and healthy lifestyle.  Mayor McNeill asked the Town Manager to meet with Mrs. Delacruz and set a time to get the Community Garden up and running.

Property Sale In Mill Village

The Town Manager asked the Board if they would be willing to sell property owned by the Town of Red Springs.  The town would like to sale 1/7 acre of property adjacent to Michael Torres property at a cost of $2,200.  Commissioner McKeithan made a motion for the sale of the land.  Commissioner Henderson second.  Commissioner McBryde opposed.  Board voted 5 to 1 to sell the property for $2.200.00. 

Disaster Recovery Funds

Mayor McNeill discussed the problem with the drainage on Thurlow Street and wants to get this taken care of as soon as possible.  Town Manager stated that North Carolina received $198,553,000.00 in federal funding through the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development Community Development Block Grant Disaster Recovery Program.  Robeson County is expected to receive $79,000,000.00 of these funds to help with the Hurricane Matthews damages to home owners.   Town Manager said, McGill could apply for the Golden Leaf Grant to cover the cost of proposal to correct flooding on Thurlow Street. 
      
Third Avenue Zoning Request

Mayor McNeill introduced Chairman Ray Wilson to discuss the zoning on Third Avenue and why it was currently Zoned Industrial.  The Planning Board is looking to change to General Business/Residential.  Chairman Wilson discussed the current zoning would not allow for existing homes or new homes to be rebuilt.  The Planning Board’s recommendation is to fix the problem by changing the zone to General Business/Residential.  Mayor McNeill asked what the will of the Board on the zoning on Third Avenue.   Mayor Pro Tem Sumpter made the motion to accept the recommendation of the Planning Board to change the current zoning to General Business/Residential.  Commissioner Henderson second.  All voted in favor of the motion.


Recess the Meeting

Commissioner Burney made a motion to return to open session.  Commissioner McNeill second.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to recess the Board Meeting for July 31, 2017 at 6:00PM for R. L. Willoughby to discuss Electric Rates for Small Businesses.   Commissioner Henderson second the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.
