Mayor McNeill welcomed everyone to the meeting and called the meeting to order.  Mayor McNeill asked Pastor Donald Oxendine from United Pentecostal Church, Red Springs, NC to give the invocation and continued with the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Public Input

Mayor McNeill asked the Town Clerk if there was anyone signed up for public speaking and there was one person signed in for public speaking Pastor Randy Galbreath. 

Consent Agenda

Mayor McNeill asked what was the will of the Board for the following approval of the Consent Agenda for July 11, 2017: 

 a)  Release of Funds and Refunds

Commissioner Henderson motioned to approve the July 11th Consent Agenda.  Commissioner McKeithan second.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Presentation

Mayor McNeill asked Town Manager Bennett to discuss the CDBG Disaster Recovery Program on the FEMA meeting he attended and said that the county received $69,000,000.00 and Lumberton received the majority of the money from the Disaster Recovery Program.  The Town Manager Bennett stated the rest of the money will be divided between Red Springs, Saint Paul’s, Fairmont and Pembroke.  Town Manager also discussed another avenue the homeowners affected by Hurricane Matthew could use to help repair their homes called the North Carolina Housing Finance Agency, Raleigh, NC.  Town Manager Bennett said this would allow the homeowners to apply for a $40,000.00 loan with zero interest to help with their damages.  Town Manager assured the homeowners that the Town of Red Springs is trying hard to remedy the problem on Thurlow Street.

Mayor McNeill appointed Town Manager Bennett and Town Clerk to help the homeowners affected by Hurricane Matthew to move forward with the North Carolina Housing Finance Agency, Mike Handley, in Raleigh, NC.

Chief Ammons spoke to the Board updating them on the Fire Department and said everything was going well.  He said he has 29 members and all of them have well over 36 hours they need to meet the training requirements.  Chief Ammons stated they meet every Tuesday 3 hours a month so they can get the training they need for the end of the year requirements.  He said he has some members that are averaging over 46 hours, and a few of his men already has 200 hours of training.  He is still trying to recruit new members. 

Chief Ammons said, he picked up 30 cats, ten dogs and a fox and he is very pleased with the way things are going.  

Mayor McNeill said they received a request on July 27, 2017 from the Department of Transportation to reroute to the North and South bypass for the Town of Red Springs.  Commissioner Eula McNeill made the motion to resubmit the request.  Commissioner Edward Henderson second.  All voted in favor of the motion. 

Comments

Mayor Pro Tem Caroline Sumpter thanked everyone for coming out and said they are still working diligently for the people on Thurlow Street and gave everyone an update on upcoming events within the Community.

Commissioner McKeithan welcomed everyone for coming out and also gave an upcoming event of the Job Fair on August 10, 2017 at 6:00 – 8:00p.m. at the Community Building.

Commissioner Edward Henderson thanked everyone for coming out and told everyone to get the news out and support the Community Garden and the Farmers Market.
