The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met on Tuesday, August 7, 2018 at 7:00 p.m. at Town Hall.

Mayor Henderson welcomed everyone to the meeting and called the meeting to order.  Mayor Henderson asked Pastor Becky Stanley– 115 North Vance Street, Red Springs, NC 28377 to give the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Public Input
Mayor Henderson asked if anyone was signed up for the Public Input Session and Town Clerk Barbara McColl reported that there was one signed up to speak Mr. Eric Alleman. Town Attorney Tim Smith gave the rules for the Public Input speaking 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Alleman spoke to the board about the need for a program called net metering which is a solar incentive that allows customers to store energy in the electric grid. When the solar panels produce excess power, that energy is sent to the grid and in exchange customers can pull from the grid when the system is under-producing during nighttime. Mr. Alleman noted with the right size solar energy system, customers can produce enough electricity to match their home’s electricity use for the entire year. Net helps customers account for these differences by crediting a person for the excess electricity the panels produce so they can use it later.
Consent Agenda
Mayor Henderson asked the board to make a motion to approve the consent agenda. Mayor Pro Tem McKeithan made a motion to approve the consent agenda and Commissioner Lea’Kes seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the consent agenda.

CPA Audit Contract
Town Manager Ashburn noted that Alan Thompson sent them two copies of the audit contract and an engagement letter for the 6/30/2018 audit. Manager Ashburn said the price is $14,812.50 and Mr. Thompson would like for the board to approve the contract, sign it and it send it back to Mr. Thompson. Commissioner Burney made the motion to accept the audit contract from Thompson, Price, Scott & Adams, Co. PA Firm and Commissioner Patterson seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

David Shook Property Transfer

Town Manager Ashburn asked the board to transfer a 20 foot right-of-way property easement to Mr. David Shook because he wants to combine his two lots and wants to build a garage on the property. Commissioner Burney made a motion to transfer the easement over to Mr. Shook who owns the Lots on both sides of the easement and Mayor Pro Tem McKeithan seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.
