Public Input
Mayor McNeill motioned to those who signed the roster to address the board with concerns.  Mr. Randy Galbreath – 207 Thurlow Street, Red Springs ownership of lots # 18, 19, and 20 voiced the lots were worthless with inadequate drainage.
