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RED SPRINGS BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS RECESS MEETING
MINUTES
FRIDAY, JANUARY 18, 2018
6:00 P.M.


The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met in a Recess Meeting on Friday, January 18, 2018 at 6:00 p.m. at Town Hall.

The Board met as a Recessed meeting and Mayor Henderson called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone for coming to the Public Hearing. 

Public Hearing

Brown Street Park – Mayor noted the recommendations of the Recreation Committee to change Brown Street Park into a Kiddie Park.  Mayor asked if there was anyone who would like to speak in favor or speak against turning Brown Street Park into a Kiddie Park.  Town Manager spoke and noted that most of the board was in favor of the Brown Street Park becoming a Kiddie Park.  No one spoke against and Mayor Henderson declared the Public Hearing closed.

Budget Amendments

Next order of business the Budget Amendment:  (1) BA# 2018-01-05 – for $291.338.00 to add FEMA Reimbursement Recovery funds from Hurricane Matthews for the Town’s Budget and appropriate funds from the Electric Department Capital Reserve to purchase the rest of the smart meters to upgrade our Electric system and Water meters.  Mayor Pro Tem McKeithan motioned to approve Budget Amendment- BA# 2018-01-05 to take funds from the Electric Department Capital Reserve to purchase the smart meters to upgrade our Electric system and Water meters and Commissioner McBryde second.  All voted in favor of the motion, and (2) Budget Amendment BA# 2018-01-06 – $47,241.00 to reimburse the Town of Apex for services in assisting the Town of Red Springs during  Hurricane Matthew and FEMA funds would be reimbursed back to the Capital Reserve to  the Electric Department.  Commissioner Burney motioned to accept the Budget Amendment BA# 2018-01-06 of $47,241.00 for the Town of Apex services to the Town of Red Springs during Hurricane Matthew and Mayor Pro Tem McKeithan second.  All voted in favor of the motion.  

Recognition of Promoted Officer

Chief Patterson gave recognition to promoted Officers - Aaron Lowry a recent graduate of Robeson Community College was promoted to Police Officer, Lieutenant Charles McMillian was promoted to Captain, and also Police Officer Vernon Strickland was promoted to Police Sergeant and his son Marlin Strickland became the newest Honorary Police Officer.   Chief Patterson gave recognition to all of his staff and noted the Town of Red Springs has a great bunch of staff working for the Town. 


Mayor Henderson asked Finance Director Kathy Pittman to introduce Mrs. Heather Hunt to as the new Finance Director.  Ms. Kathy will be retiring on January 31, 2018 due.  Ms. Kathy welcomed Ms. Hunt and said she will be a great addition to the Finance Department.  
 
Dedication of Concession Building

Town Manager introduced and asked Mr. Chavis and Mr. & Mrs. Robert and Lannette Locklear along with the Recreation Commission to stand in acknowledgement for the Board.  Town Manager Bennett noted the Dedication of the Concession Building Ceremony will be held at the Chavis/Locklear Park for Mrs. Linda Faye McKeithan on Tuesday, January 30, 2018 at 6:00 p.m.  Mrs. McKeithan dedicated over thirty years of her time as a volunteer in the concession stand representing the Recreation Commission and the Little League Baseball Team.  The concession stand will be dedicated and named in Mrs. Linda Faye McKeithan’s honor.  Mayor Henderson asked the will of the board to approve the motion to dedicate and name the building after Mrs. Linda Faye McKeithan.  Commissioner Lea’Kes made the motion to approve to dedicate and name the concession building in honor of Mrs. Linda Faye McKeithan and Commissioner McBryde second.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Public Hearing

Brown Street Park - Mayor Henderson stated the Public Hearing closed earlier in the session because one spoke for the park and no one to spoke against changing the Brown Street Park into a Kiddie Park.  Mayor Henderson asked for a motion to move forward with changing the Brown Street Park into a Kiddie Park.  Mayor Pro Tem McKeithan made the motion to change the Brown Street Park into a Kiddie Park for the young children and Commissioners McBryde second.  (5) voted for the Kiddie Park:  Mayor Pro Tem McKeithan, Commissioners – McBryde, Burney, Sumpter, Patterson and (1) Opposed – Commissioner Lea’Kes and the motion carried.

Parks and Recreation Trust Fund (PARTF) Grant     

Mayor Henderson introduced Mr. Pete Armstrong with the North Carolina State Recreation Resource and he discussed the PARTF Grant and responsibility of a Recreation Commission member.  He also assists in prioritizing items the citizens we would look for in developing our park.  Mr. Armstrong also asked what kind of developments that the public and board would like to be implemented into the community parks and discussed the different types of Grants available to develop and upgrade community parks. Mayor Henderson released the Recreation Committee to go into their meeting.










Open Session

Commissioner Burney made a motion go into closed session for the purpose of personnel and Commissioner Lea’Kes second the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Commissioner Burney made a motion to go into open session to approve Mr. David Ashburn as the new Town Manager of the Town of Red Springs and Commissioner Lea’Kes second the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.

Recess Meeting

Commissioner Lea’Kes made a motion to Recess meeting the Board Meeting until Monday, January, 29, 2018 at 6:00 p.m. for meeting with Auditor Alan Thompson and Commissioner Burney second.  All voted in favor of the motion.  Mayor asked Town Manager to affirm the appointment with Mr. Thompson to let him know the Board will meet on January 29th at 6:00 p.m. for the Audit.
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Personnel – The Board members went into closed session for the purpose of voting for candidates for the Town Manager Position.
