The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met in a Recess Meeting on Monday, January 29, 2018 at 6:00 p.m. at Town Hall.

The Board met as a Recessed meeting and Mayor Henderson called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone for coming to the meeting. 

Presentation

Town of Red Springs 2017, Audit – Mr. Alan Thompson from TPSA CPA firm gave the Annual Report of Audit results for Fiscal year ending June 30, 2017 for amounts spent for Hurricane Matthew recovery from FEMA as of June 30, 2017 (including amount recorded as accounts receivable that were received within 60 days after the year-end). The actual fund balance was 11.52% with a projected balance of 27.44% excluding the FEMA expected reimbursement which would take the Town to 40.07%. He did a 5 year financial review from 2012 to the current fiscal year. He stated that his report was a projected analysis to show what would have happened to fund balance if all FEMA monies would have been receipted as of June 30, 2017.  Mr. Thompson stated when reimbursements are received in 2018, the fund balance will reflect a significant increase since the majority of the expenditures were incurred in Fiscal year, 2017, but the revenue will hopefully be received in Fiscal year, 2018. 

Comments

Town Manager discussed land being donated to the Town of Red Springs.  He also reminded the board of the Meet & Greet for the new Town Manager Mr. David Ashburn at the Community Center at 6:00 p.m. on Thursday, February 1, 2018.

Mayor Henderson announced the Retirement Dinner for Town Manager James Bennett on Friday, February 2, 2018 at the Community Center at 6:00 p.m. and noted the event is not being funded by the Town and the ticket will be $20 per person.

Mayor Henderson thanked Mr. Bennett for the hard work he has done for the Town of Red Springs, for his undying energy, and the many things he has accomplished for the town since he has been here.  Mayor Henderson thanked him, wished him well, and asked him not to forget us.

Town Manager Bennett said the Board has hired a great Manager and feels he will go far and beyond.  He also wished Mr. Ashburn well and he knows Mr. Ashburn will make the Board proud and the citizens as well.  Mr. Bennett thanked Mr. Ashburn for choosing the Town of Red Springs.

Commissioner Burney welcomed the New Town Manager to the Town of Red Springs and said he looked forward to working with him.
Commissioner Burney said he has learned a lot from Mr. Bennett and one of things he admired is Mr. Bennett did a lot of networking and he knew a lot of people.  Commissioner Burney thanked him and said he is very proud of him in his work ethics and how he handled transactions for the Town.
