The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, May 30, 2018 at 7:00 p.m. at Town Hall for a Budget Workshop for the FY Budget 2018/2019.

The meeting was opened by Mayor Edward Henderson which welcomed everyone to the meeting.
Commissioner Burney had several questions for the Town Manager Ashburn and Department Heads in reference to a request to add 2 additional full time positions to the budget. He also asked for a request from the department heads to change the job title of two current positions.  He asked Town Manager Ashburn to ask all department heads to come to the Tuesday, June 5th board meeting so that he could have a chance to talk with them and ask questions. Commissioner Burney also made reference to the request for a 3% COLA increase and had concerns of the cost to implement it. Commissioner Sumpter agreed with Commissioner Burney on the concerns for the job request.
Commissioner Burney asked the Town Manager and Human Resource that something is done about all the spending in Town. He is requesting signs on Richardson 4th and 8th Avenue to slow down children playing and school zone. Mayor Henderson asked that we put a City Wide speed limit sign at each entrance into Town to keep the children safe. 
Commissioner Patterson asked for a breakdown of all positions that can be found on our Town Organizational Chart. 
Commissioner McKeithan asked where the Town was in the process of gaining ownership to the Lot on 4th Ave near the Elementary School. He asked that the debris be cleaned up on the property.
