National Night Out Vote

USDA Water Project
Town Manager Ashburn asked Ms. Judy E. Hunt an Area Specialist Rural Development of United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) to come and discuss with board the Letter of Conditions and the Grant the Town received for the Water Treatment Plant & Water Treatment. Ms. Hunt said this proposal offers $2,200.00 direct loan and a $4,887.00 grant with owner contribution in the amount of $20,000 project and is funded with a 68.76% grant fund and it qualifies as a Health Sanitary Project which qualifies up to 75% of grant money.  Ms. Hunt said she needed the resolution from the Town by tonight and we are very fortune to have received this type of grant for this project.
