The Red Springs Board of Commissioners met in Special Session on Tuesday, October 10, 2012 at 5:30 p.m. in the Town Council at Town Hall.

Mayor McNeill welcomed everyone to the meeting and called the meeting or order.

Mayor McNeill declared the Public Hearing for receiving comments regarding a possible application to the North Carolina Department of Commerce for FY 2012 NC Catalyst grant program open for discussion.  Possible uses of the funds are affordable housing development, community revitalization, water and sewer connections, elimination of environmental hazards and public facilities.  The NC Catalyst Program uses Community Development Block grant funds from the US Dept. of HUD that must meet one of three national objectives – 1) benefit low and moderate income persons – 2) eliminate slums and blight and 3) meet community needs that pose a serious threat to public health and welfare.  A copy of the 2012 NC Catalyst Application is available at the Town Manager’s office.  All interested citizens are invited to attend.  This possible application would allow the North Carolina Indian Housing Authority to construct 8 housing units in Red Springs on 110 East 7th Avenue.  Mr. Herb Bethwith who lives in the community spoke in favor of the public hearing saying that more housing would be beneficial for the elderly and would be very positive for the community.  No one spoke against.  Mayor McNeill declared the Public Hearing closed.

Mayor McNeill declared the Public Hearing to receive public comments regarding the proposed three-year update of Robeson County’s Solid Waste Management Plan open for discussion.  No one spoke in favor or against.  Mayor McNeill declared the Public Hearing closed.

Commissioner David Shook made a motion to approve a possible application to the North Carolina Department of Commerce for FY 2012 Catalyst grant program. Possible uses of the funds are affordable housing development, community revitalization, water and sewer connections, elimination of environmental hazards and public facilities.  The NC Catalyst Program uses Community Development Grant funds from the US Dept. of HUD that must meet one of three national objectives – 1) benefit low and moderate income persons 2) eliminate slums and blight and 3) meet community needs that pose a serious threat to public health and welfare. This application would allow the North 
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Carolina Indian Housing Authority to construct 8 housing units in Red Springs at 110 East 7th Avenue. Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Commissioner Murray McKeithan made a motion to approve Resolution #12-08 , the proposed three-year update of the Robeson County’s Solid Waste Management Plan.  Commissioner Edward Henderson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
Commissioner Duron Burney made a motion to go into Closed Session for the purpose of discussing a potential offer to buy Town Property. Commissioner Eula C. McNeill seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.  Upon returning from Closed Session, Commissioner David Shook made a motion to return to regular session.  Commissioner  Duron Burney seconded the motion.  All voted in favor of the motion.
There being no further business to be discussed, Mayor McNeill, with the concurrence of the Commissioners, adjourned the meeting.
